Berlin, July 13.—~The German cor
respondence at Spa record a great
change for the better in the gonfer-
ence atmesphere since yesterday.
Stinnes’ own paper, The Deutsche
Allgemeine Zeitung, says:

“Certainly great difficulties remanin
to be overcome, but the road to an une
derstanding in the economic sphere
seems at lust free”

The tone adopted by gnost of the
other fmportant German papers today
is very different from that of yester-
day, when nearly the whole press of
Berlin were in hysterics, FEven the
Vorwaerts described the coal ultima-
tum as imposaible, amounting to “com-
plete surrender of Germony's eco-
nomic existence, 'and puggesting the
piobability that the whole negotia-
tlons would break down. Stinnes was
the hero of the day in both industriat
and conservative ecircles. His paper,
the Douteclie Allgemeine Zeitung, dis.
