A Revolutionary Vote —How the
. ¢@rits’® Maintain the Constitution
—The New Brunswick School Law.
¥ROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.
OTTAWA, May 16.

connected with the unprecedented yote
of Wednesday night, will have been
known from ocean to ocean. I suppose
our own Province of New Brunswick will
be startled and alarmed by the apparent
fact that] the large majority of her people
and representatives are no longer to
make her laws or control her destinies. I
say apparent fact; because there is the
best reason for believing that when this
unpleasant: matter is finally decided, the
action of the Local Legislature will be
sustained, and every law enacted within
the limits of the constitution maintained
in its entirety and integrity.

No one can blame Mr. Costigan for
bringing this matter before the House of
Commons. He felt that his co-religion-
ists had suffered an injustice at the hands
of the majority, and seeing no reasonable
hope of changing the views of the New
Brunswick Government, heagain brought
up the question in the House of Commons.
No fault could be fouud with the mauner
in which he laid his case before the House.
From the beginning to the close of his

| speech no irritating or questionable word

was - uttered, and he appealed to the
House to continue the discussion in the
same spirit. For only one thing has he
been blamed. That was for “springing”
the question upon the House. From
nearly the beginning of the session he
had a notice upon the papers that he
would move that the B. N. A. Act be

New Brunswick rights which they had en-
joyed before the Union. Perhapsit would

amend the Actof Union, instead of ignor-
ing it.- His notice stood in that shape
till the other day when he moved the re-
solution which you have already received.

After giving,in a very proper manner,
his reasons for making the motion, he
was tollowed by the Premier, who deliv-
ered a speech worthy of a statesman, and
which will shed additional lustre upon
his name. While believing it would be
| cor the best interests of New Brunswick
to have separate schools, he showed that
this question must not be judged from any
religious stand-point, or action upon it
influenced by feelings of prejudice or
sympathy; it being entirely a constitu-
tional question. ,

«If he had much pride in the success of
his opinions, he might feel gratified at
these continued attempts to overset the
federal character of the British North
American Provinces. He had been from
the first in favor of a legislative-wmion,
and ; al believed 1hat the bes. iuteres o
of the country might have been promoted

aided by a subordinate system of munici-
pal institutions’’ However, he’ had been
over-ruled in that respect by large ma-
jorities in the old Parliament of Canada.
The feeling had been unmistakeable not
only in Canada, but also in the other Pro-
vinees,that we should have only re-union
on the Federal principle, and as he had
thought then, so he thought still, that the
union of the four Provinces was essential
to the future development and progress
ot British North America, he yielded his
own opinion and went in with the Govern-
ment of which he was a member for the
establishment of one great Dominion, on
the principle of a Federal union, and
he had loyally and to the best of
his judgment, honor and ability, en-
deavoured to carry out that principle
faithfully. It was triie that he had been
charged by some hon. gentleman with a
desire to strengthen the Central power to
the disadvantage of the Provincial Go-
vernments and Legislatures, that he had
given any doubt resting in his mind
against the authority of the Local Legis-
lature, and to strengthen the Central
power. It might be so; though he had
endeavored to prevent his own predilee-
tion for a Legislative over a Federal
Union, from influencing it; still it might
be that he had rather leant in favor of
centralization. But if a resolution like
this was adopted formally and solemuly
by the Dominion Legislature, he must say
that his origindl ideas had been fully
carried out; that ¢ Federal Union of the
Provinces was at an end; that the Legisla-
tive Union had commenced, and that the

|whole real power and authority, all the

powers of the Government, had' been trans-

ferred from the Provincial Legislatures to

the Dominion Parliument. (Hear, hear.)

They could not draw the line. It might
be and he did not hesitate to say that
from his own point of view it was so in
this case, that the minority, the Catholic

minority, in New Brunswick, suffered a
wrong by this legislation, but there might
be wrongs not only in questions of edu-

cation or religion, but in questions of
finance, of civil liberty, in questions of

If
they were to decide here authoritively,

and to order tlie Governor General, the
representative of the Queen, to disallow
such bills as they thought the Local
Legislature ought not to have passed,
they would have wiped off the slate as
with a wet sponge, the influence and
authority of the Local Governments and
Legislatures, and have centered it all in
the Canadian Parliament. 'Was this
House prepared for that? Was it pre-
pared to assume that new responsibility,
and to alter in spirit the constitution. It
might be that they might keep up the
sham of Provincial Legislatures, bui what
would they be but shams, if at any time
the members of the other Provinces dis-
agreeing with the policy deliberately
adopted by the Legislature of any one
Province, could alter that policy?”
In a very explicit manner he then showed
that no Province in the Dominion would
be more likely to suffer if such 2 policy
