The play that is pro-
bably most effective in getting a point is a high set-up and
a spike in the front row, and when in a game the Tigresses
seldom do this but rather concentrate solely on getting the
ball over the net. However it does not have to be as such;
the girls are quite capable of getting every serve over, spik-
ing, and placing the ball for points.

If the team turns out in full force at this week’s prac-
tices and really works on the weak points, there is no reason
why they can’t take the championship this weekend.

Previously it was not allowable for a player to touch the ball when held by an opponent.
However, another new rule states that players cannot snatch, bat or repeatedly touch a
ball that has been secured by an opponent and cannot pull or spin an opponent off-

balance by jerking a tie ball.

Also a new personal foul, with
reference to this rule, will be
called if contact is made attempt-
ing to tie the ball. A technical
foul will be called if a player
puts a hand or hands on the ball,
without resulting in a legal tie
or jerking a player offbalance.

The second rule states that a
forward without the ball cannot
remain in front of the goal be-
owicen free throne lanes more
than three seconds, when the
ball is in possession of her team
and in her forward territery.

COACH'S OPINION

Miss Dubrule, Dal girls’ coach,
when asked about the new rule
concerning .time in the key, said
she thought it would keep the
play moving and would prevent
any one player being set up con-
tinually while the others did
nothing. She felt it would keep
the actions up with more cutting
into centre. In regard to the
second rule concerning hand on
the ball, Miss Dubrule said she
was not in favor of it as she felt
it would lead to rough play.
Fouls would probably become
much too easy to get and the
game too messy.
