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(3) The eleven-minister conference could
be re-convened to complete the drafting
of the settlement and to resolve, by the
two-thirds majority voting procedure,
any differences which might have arisen.

A final peace conference should be
convened, composed of representatives
of all states at war with Japan for the
purpose of finalizing the treaty terms.

66, While it may not be possible to achieve the
above suggested procedure, the Canadian Delegation
should endeavour to ensure, that, as far as. possible,
the essentials of this progremme are secured.
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
