the opportunity whioch now awsits him. That for many years to omme
Mr. Baldwin may be spared further to share in guiding the destinies
of the Commonweslth he has already served so well, and, in thias
painful period of its tremsition, to minister to the world's needw—
will be the wish, not of his friends or supporters only, but of
members of all parties in this and other lands, and of all who have
at heart the well=being of mankind throughout the world.
