Harbaugh then received 2,356 votes 
outside Douglas county, where 713 So 
ciallst votes were polled, and ithis 
year Wright received 5,406.

In 1908, for instance. Stebbins re­
ceived 993 Socialist votes in the Sixth 
District. This year Chases vote rose 
to 1,497. Larkey polled 512 Socialist 
votes in the Fifth District in 1908. This 
year Elliot's vote was 816. The Third 
and Fourth districts do not allow com­
parisons on Congressmen, as the Third 
had no Socialist candidate this year, 
whereas it had one two years ago, and 
the Fourth, which had no Socialist 
candidate in 1908, had one this year. 
Martin polling 570 votes there.
