In the early days of Methodism in Charlotte­
town, the few warm hearted souls from various 
pans of the Methodist world regularly met each 
other for prayer in one of their houses. These 
were meetings to be remembered and “ times 
of refreshing from the presence of the Lord.”— 
Many souls were thus converted to tied, and 
the fearless little flock soon received their Fath­
er’s good pleasure. Among the early converts 
was Mary Higgins then on a visit to the country, 
who was thus overpowered by such a divine in­
fluence that sho bowed in bitterness before the 

- Lord and resting her soul upon the Saviour 
suddenly received the witness of the Holy Spir­
it to her adoption into the divine family and 
clasping with her spiritual powers the precious 
Saviour, she exclaimed, “ My Lord and my 
God.’’ From that hour for a lapse of hall a 
century she continued to walk in the light of the 
Lord.

She was bom on the 29th day of January 
1779 at Rhode Island ü. S.. and left for this 
colony in 1787 with her Loyalist Parents on the 
close of the He volutionary war. She was mar­
ried on this Island and was^blessed with sever­
al children whom she pointeîhto heaven and led 
the way. She led an exemplary life and con­
tinued “ faithful unto death." She was always 
cheerful and happy even amid the infirmities of 
age. She had a vigorous constitution, and con­
tinued in the enjoyment of her physical and 
mental faculties to the last, and though over 9U 
years old, her hearing was remarkably acute 
and she could read her Bible without spectacles, 
but the best of all she “ could read her title 
clear to mansions in the skies."

She resided at a distance from the Public ser­
vices of the Sanctuary, and often rode on 
horseback over thirty miles to enjoy them ; and 
when unable at length to do so, she still retain­
ed her fellowship with the Father and with hie 
eon Jesus Christ." She often talked calmly 
and confidently about her end. Going to bed, 
she wonld sometimes say “ children perhaps 1 
may be gone before morning." She remained 
in bed only a few days before her death, and 
while there a devoted neighbor came to see her 
and seek her blessing, when she exclaimed,
■1 may the peace that comes from trusting in Je­
sus be with you" How expressive of her own 
“ trust ’’ and “ peace " and possession when ask­
ed if she would take a litlte water, she said, I 
want the water of life “ that , flows by the 
throne of God.”

Almost her last words were “ Precious Jem ’’ 
and thus departed the universally beloved Mary 
Higgins on tbe 9th of Jany., at the advanced 
age of 91. Her husband passed into the spirit 
world just ten years before and now,

" The soul ha h o'ertaken her mate 
And caught him again in the sky,

Advanced to bar happy estate,
And pleasures that never shall die.”

She was buried not far from her residence 
at Stanhope. A crowd of friends, some from a 
great distance, attended the funeral. The Rev 
Mr. Allen (Presbyterian) assisted the writer at 
the service. And on the following Sabbath a 
funeral sermon was preached to a very large 
an lienee by the writer, Job v. 26. “ Thou shalt 
come to thy grave in a full age, like as a shock 
of corn cometh in, in its season." May her re­
maining relatives follow her as she followed 
Christ, until they overtake their kindred in the 
skies."

IN MEMORIAM.

Mr. Andrew Blackwood of St. John’s, N. F., 
died Jan. 3, 1870, aged 67 years.

Scarcely had tbe year 1870 started with the 
active business of life, when the rider on the 
” pale horse ’’ arrested one of the active and 
zealous members of our Church. The brother 
whose loss we mourn, emigrated from Scotland 
to this country about thirty years ago. Of the 
history of his early religious life we have little 
knowledge. When his conversion to God took 
place we know not. About fourteen years ago 
we first became acquainted with him, when we 
found him connected with the Church and ful­
filling important official duties. His constitu­
tion was even then weakened by disease, and 
more than once had he been at the margin of 
the grave, but was sent back again to live use­
fully and holily. He took great delight in re­
ligious duties. The early Sabbath morning 
prayer-meeting numbered him among its regu­
lar attendants. His class was watched over 
with jealous care. It was a pleasant labour to 
visit occasionally the outports of the Circuit 
to conduct Sabbath worship. In the advance 
and prosperity of the Church both temporally 
and spiritually he took a lively interest. Sin 
in various forms was reproved by him, against 
profanity and intemperance he dealt heavy 
blows. His feet were ever ready to go to the 
house of suffering tod sorrow, and his hand 
was ofttimes stretched out to relieve temporal, 
distress whilst his lips dropped words of in­
struction and comfort.

Our deceased brother attended the Watch- 
night service. On New Year’s day as he was 
wont he made several friendly calls; at one 
friend’s house be uttered words which when 
thought of in the light of what so soon took 
place, seem to indicate that be had some pre­
monition of speedily exchanging worlds. On 
the first Sabbath of the year be worshipped 
thrice with the great congregation, tbe foUow- 
Üfg day attended to his business as usual, and 
when tbe shadows of evening were at hand 
without any warning in a moment death seized 
him and he fell a lifeless corpse into the arms 
of a fellow mortal. There was no dying testi­
mony, but we have the good hope that our 
friend •• sleeps in Jesus.” J. D.

We doubt whether there is an enterprise 
of an educational kind connected with Me­
thodism in the Three Kingdoms of greater 
promise than the Methodist College at Bel­
fast. The readers of the Wesleyan know 
something of that InMitotion, its history, 
condition and prospects, as the report of the 
proceedings of an important meeting held a 
few weeks ago, at the house of Mr. McAr­
thur, London, for the promotion of it* in­
terests, recently appeared in this journal.

Tbe necessity for some such institution as 
the Belfast Methodist College for the train­
ing of candidates for the Wealeyan Ministry 
in Ireland, for the education of Ministers 
sons, and of the sons of the more respectable 
Irish laymen, was very pressing. It is 
true they had an excellent Connexional 

| School in operation in Dublin, which was 
rendering valuable service to the Denomi­
nation within certain limits. But that 
school did not and could not overtake the 
whole work of the higher education requir­
ing to be done. It gave a good grammar 
school and commercial education ; but 
could not furnish the collegiate training 
which many of the Irish Methodist youth 
desired to obtain. To secure that collegiate 
training, they had to repair to institutions 
under influences utterly hostile to the church 
of their fathers ; and the consequence was, 
the steady depletion of Irish Methodism by 
the alienation of a considerable number of 
the children of its most influential laymen. 
As matters existed, the only effectual reme­
dy for this deplorable state of things was the 
creation of a thoroughly efficient Dish Me­
thodist College.

Another reason, besides that just noted, 
for establishing and endowing a more com­
prehensive Methodist Educational Institute 
in Ireland than existed, lay in the facts that 
the Irish Methodist Ministers were but 
poorly paid, and had no such provision 
made for the education of their children as 
was offered to their ministerial co-religion- 
ists in England by Woodhouse Grove and 
New Kingswood Schools. This was the 
more to be deplored, because English Me­
thodism, both in its ministry and in its intel­
ligent and well-instructed laity, had derived 
immense advantages through the operation 
of these two noble schools for the education 
of Ministers’ children. For many of its 
most able ministers and of its most useful 
and prosperous laymen had been trained in 
these institutions.

Then Irish Methodism had no seminary 
for the special instruction of candidates for 
its ministry. Some benefit was obtained 
from the existence of the English Methodist 
Theological Colleges ; but Irish Methodism 
needed a Theological school of its own.

It would have been a great misfortune 
had this urgent, triple, educational necessity 
to meet the requirements of Irish Method­
ism been longer left unprovided for. Irish 
Methodism does not count very many thou­
sands in its membership. It has had a 
most difficult field to cultivate. Its ranks 
have been terribly thinned by emigration. 
But for the moet part it is composed of 
splendid material. We are not sure but 
that, man for man, it has even surpassed 
English Methodism. Numbers of its lead­
ing men are admirable specimens of devoted 
whole-hearted Christians. Some of its 
ministers that are dead, such as Walsh, and 
Ousely, and many others now living, occupy 
very high rank in the love and esteem of 
the great Methodist world.

Irish Methodism has greatly enriched the 
Methodism in other countries. To the min­
istry of English Methodism it gave Adam 
Clarke and William Arthur—hosts in them­
selves.

Canada is largely indebted to Irish Me­
thodism for some of its best elements. So 
is Australia. And United States Metho­
dism owes an immense debt to Irish Metho­
dism for a goodly portion of its most gene­
rous blood and its finest brains. Clearly 
such stuff as Irish Méthodiste are made Of is 
worth looking after carefully, vigilantly, ten­
derly.

The Irish Methodists themselves have 
done most nobly in sustaining their new col­
lege scheme. In membership they are on­
ly about 20,000. They have but few 
wealthy men among them. Yet they have 
nearly completed a noble pile of buildings 
which when entirely finished will have cost 
$150,000, all of which without help from 
abroad they are raising themselves paying 
for this purpose at the rate of87,50 per mem­
ber. While they have been engaged in this 
good work, their hands have not slackened 
in other directions for the advancement of 
the good cause. They have raised the sti­
pend of their ministers. They have built 
or bought a large number of parsonages, 
They have established many day schools, 
They have generally sustained the instituti­
ons of their church with unabated vigour, 
The record is a most honorable and stimula­
ting one. We take pleasure in dwelling 
upon it.

To endow their college the Irish Metho­
dists justly look abroad for help. A hun­
dred thousand dollars they deem sufficient 
to begin with. American Methodism has 
given nearly one half that sum, and makes 
itself responsible for the full half. English 
Methodism will furnish the other half, 
and in the first few days of the English can­
vass of Dr. Scott, the Agent, more than 
$25,000 were pledged. By this time, pro­
bably the full fifty thousand dollars have 
been obtained in England.

The college is admirably situated at Bel­
fast one of the Queen’s colleges in Ireland 
being established at that place. In various 
ways, not necessary particularly to specify 
this fadi can be turned to good account to the 
advantage tif the Methodist institution 
The Methodist college needs no charter gran­
ting the power to confer degrees on its gradu­
ates. It will send up its students for exami­
nation and degrees to the examining and de­

gree conferring bod, connected with the 
Queen’s colleges of Ireland, and thus from 
the very commencement its work will be 
certified by perfectly impartial and compe­
tent aethority. The Degrees of the Queen's 
College University of Ireland are, as reliable 
testimonials of sound scholarship, worth as 
much as those of any Educational Body in 
the British Empire.

It is our belief that although Trinity col- 
ledge, Dublin and Oxford and Cambride col­
leges are about to be nationalized, the Me­
thodist College of Belfast will become bye 
and bye the favorite resort of a large num­
ber not only of Irish but also of English 
Methodist young men. It has begun opera­
tions under favorable auspices. We desire 
for it the most unbounded success.

OUR MINISTERS AND MINISTRY.

Dear Mb. Editor,—The differences of 
opinion between myself and “ Layman ’’ 
on the points in discussion are so wide that 
our correspondence may cease as hopeless 
of effecting good. The present writer has 
seen much of the Connexion and its Minis­
ters during recent years, and he feels thank­
ful for the more cheering views he entertains 
in respect to both. That God is honoring 
the ministrations of His servants beyond 
wbat may be honestly suspected by some 
readers of our annual reports, or observers 
of limited religious circles, we have re­
peated and conclusive evidences. They 
meet us in tbe families of our people : they 
cheer us at their death-beds, as if God’s 
voice had again spoken—“ Yet I have left 
me seven thousand in Israel, all the knees 
which have not bowed unto Baal and every 
mouth which hath not kissed him.’’ Why 
all who receive benefit among -us do not join 
us, it is difficult to tell. We can only per­
suade and beseech ; we cannot compel them. 
It may be one of the peculiarities of the 
age ; we cannot prevent the world from 
moving, nor can we sit still and allow the 
world to go forward—we must move with 
the times. And when we find onrselves 
surrounded by tastes and habits io the 19th 
century which belong to this time, we can 
wish, if so disposed, that many of them were 
like those of the 18th century. John Wes­
ley would not be quite as severe on the 
habits of his followers as many imagine if 
he were permitted to stand among us once 
more in person ; he would have common 
sense enough to make allowance for the dif­
ference in two ages ; he would find faith and 
prosperity in the Church, too, and rejoice 
before God for the success of Methodism !

That a few of Our ministers may have 
been unguardedly admitted to sacred work 
is a fault which has ever applied to the 
Church since the days of the Apostles. Yet 
this charge is not of more force now than 
in the past. There is vitality in the Church. 
There are able, faithful ministers in the 
Church, and if they cannot give each of 
their hearers a cheerful, grateful disposition, 
they do at least contribute their large share 
to the moulding, sanctifying process which 
is now going on by the agency of the Holy 
Ghost through human instrumentality.

My letters were written under pressure 
of much feeling for my Brethren’s sake and 
the interests of our beloved Zion. But they 
were expressed advisedly. My sentiments 
as commented upon by “ A Layman," 
where his paragraphs can be at all under­
stood, are given with his own meaning— 
not mine. I have confidence that, gene­
rally, they will be better comprehended.

The editor is Assistant Secretary and Keep­
er of the Library of the Institution of 
Great Britain. Although an English work, 
it is revised and adapted to the use of Ame­
rican readers, and we know of no similar 
work that is in any respect to be compared 
with it. As a work of reference it is in­
valuable, and what every professional man 
and every family need to have constantly by 
him.

Rev. J. G. Wood, M. A., F. L. S., well 
known as the author of “ Homes without 
Hands,” and many other works on Natural 
History, has made another valuable contri­
bution to literature in a large octavo vol. 
entitled, “ Bible Animait, being a descrip­
tion of every living creature mentioned in 
the Scriptures, from the Ape to the Coral. " 
It is illustrated by a hundred engravings. 
Natural History is used admirably for bib­
lical interpretation, and every Bible reader 
will find it of great service in explaining 
and illustrating many portions of the Secret 
Writings.

And during the lengthened 
period of his life, what physical afflictions have 
been the portion of his contemporaries ; but, 
remarkable to relate, he never suffered from 
any kind of siekness ! Ilia family consisted of 
eight stalwart sons—seven of these followed in 
his funeral procession, tbe youngest of whom is 
forty-six years old ! This venerable sire,—still 
able to read, which was his delight to the last— 
on Wednesday retired to his bed, feeling a lit­
tle unwell, but with no pains in particular, aud 
in the frill vigor of his faculties, almost imme­
diately dosed genlty into the sleep of death !— 
Thua died, at the ripe age of ninety Vice, the vene­
rable John Crosby, leaving a widow still hale 
at eighty-five years, and numerous descendants 
to honor his memoir'and to mourn their loss. 
Like Abraham of old, he “ died in a good old 
age, an old man, and full of years." Thus all, 
however long they live, must die, and “ the 
weary wheels of life stand still at last." “ Our 
fathers, where are they P and the prophets, do 
they live forever?

OUB CHANGEABLE WEATHER.

The weather here is wonderfully mild. Eight 
days ago the fields were green, and the cattle 
grazing as in balmy spring : while the depth ot 
mud made even the streets of tbe city almost 
impassable.

In a few days 
the sleighing improved. The ice drove the 
mail steamer to her winter quarters. This was 
Wednesday. Jan. 12th. The rivers became 
sheeted with ice, and over this treacherous 
bridge some venturesome individuals presumed 
to pass ; until, another Saturday evening we re­
tired, hoping for an easy travel of about twenty- 
six miles. But it rained in torrents all night, 
softening the snow and flooding the roads.— 
Still, with a sinking horse and sleigh, we pushed 
on, filled three palpite, and returned over roads 
frozed like flint and fractured glass. Note, it ia

The Mysterious Disappearance Vase.— 

A» we announced in a recent issue, a man nam­
ed Alexander Cameron was a few days ago arres­
ted at River John, Pictou County, on suspicion 
of having murdered one Hector Munro, in No­
vember of last year. Cameron is a married 
man, living one mile from the village, up River 
John. Young Munro was about 18 years old 
and lived on Salmon River.

An examination of the accusai, upon tiro 
charge stated, took place at River John last 
week, when the circumstances of the case, as far 
as known were ascertained. It appear* that to­
wards the end of November last, Munro return­
ed home from working on the Intercolonial Rail­
way, and swapped horses with Cameron, giving 
the latter fifteen dollars to boot, with the stipu­
lation that if dissatisfied, he could exchange in­
side of two days. On the 24th November, 
Munro left home lo take the horse back to Cam­
eron, but the latter was not at .home' Munro 
went to Sutherland’s, a neighbor’s house and 
staid all night. Next day lie went to Came­
ron's, and the latter would nut cxciumgc back. 
Munro left the horse at Cameron’s barn on 
Wednesday, and on Thursday after seeing 
Cameron lie took back the bridle and sad l o 
to Sutherland's where they still remain.

On Thursday evening, about eight o'clock, 
Munro left with Mr. Burns a letter lie intended 
to mail to his uncle, and said lie would, mean­
time, go and see Cameron again 

Munro has never been seen since.
In getting money to buy a postage stamp at 

Burns’s, his wallet appeared to have a roll of 
bank notes in it. Munro’s brother says he had 
a hundred and twenty dollars when he left 
home.

The Railway Contractors still owe Munro 
thirty dollars which has never been called for. 
In defence it was proved that Oameron left 
home on Thursday afternoon and went to Toney 
River. He was there, ami slept that night with 
Mr. McKay ; he left next morning at nine 
o'clock, and went to his father's at Green HHI ; 
staid there and helped to thresh till Saturday 
forenoon, and then returned home.

On the other hand a man swore that he met 
Cameron at dusk on Thursday evening, riding 
homeward between Burn»’ and Cameron’s.

Tbe evidence was not considered sufficient 
to remaud the prisoner for trial, but be was 
bound to appear himself, and two sureties.— 
Colonist.

John Frazer, of Middle River. Pictou County, 
was drowned on Tuesday, 18th inst., while at­
tempting to cross St. Mary's River front Gold­
en vale to Sherbrook. He was 82 years of age.
