I congratulate you on_having closed the business of this lengthened Session,
and I amn happy to find that the subjects which I recommended to your con-
sideration have received attention at your hands.

The Act abolishing imprisonment for Debt in certain cases, and px'eventing
preferential assignments in Upper Canada, will, so far as it goes, tend 'to assimi-
Tate the Laws of the two sections of the Province, and must, I think, be bmhcml
in its ope;auon. .

The Jury Laws, and the Mumcxpal Law of Upper Ownada, have, -in - hke
manner, been dealt with by you, and measures have been adopted for diminishing
the cost, and facilitating the administratién of Criminal Justice in Lower Canada.

In my speech, at the opening of the present Session, I: adverted to'the expe-
dieney of providing for the registration and protectlon of persons qualitied to: vote
at the election of membels of the Legislature. I rejoiceto find that a Bill on this
important subject has been passed by you. o
