ROUMANIA TO MAINTAIN. NEUTRALITY.

“Owing to the doubt regarding Roumania’s
attitude, I wish to say that we shall maintain our
attitade of neutrality. I kmow for a faet of the
existence of pourparlers between Russia and
Hungary regarding the ceding of Transylvania
and the Suaranteeing to Hungary of national
s‘("verance from Austria in return for Hungary’s
Withdrawal of her troops from Cracow.

“The latter would ehange the whole niili-
‘ary situation and probably end the war but
Hungary’s attempts are not seriously regarded

“It is reported that a heavy engagement oc-
curred to-day near Thourot (2 Bélgian town 12
miles southwest of Bruges).
