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——London, April 27.—It was announc-
ed officially here to-day that the British
submarine which was sunk was the E-22,

as reported in a wireless dispatch from
Berlin.

——The Norwegian steamship Stroms.
naes, bound for Liibeck with a cargo of
herring from Norway, has been blown up
and sunk off Gjedser, Denmark, The
crew was landed at Warnemunde, Ger:
many.

——Athens, Monday, May L.—1It is as-
sumed in shipping circles here that the
Gregk steamship fm grain laden,
which left New York two njonths ago
with a crew of 25, has been lost at sea.
The vessel and cargo were estimated to
be worth $600,000.

——Halifax, N. S., April 29,—~Schooner
Corkum, from Liverpool; N, S, for New
York, loaded with lumber, has been
wrecked off Rhode Island coast. “The
schooner was-chartered by Hendrys, Lim-
ited, and owned by McClearn Lumber Co.,
Liverpool. The crew is thought to have
been saved.

——New York, May 2.—A Salonika dis-
patch to a news agency here to-day says:

“ The Turkish transport Chirkst; Mairie
has been sunk off Rodonto in the Sea of
Marmora by a British submarine, accord-
ing to an announcement made here to-day,

No details are available but it is believed
here that several hundred Turkish troops
on board were drowned,”

——London, May 2.— The Brazilian
steamer Rio Branco, has been sunk. The
British steamer City of Rochester also has
been sunk. One fireman was lost. The
remainder of the crew was saved.

The Rio Branco was owned by the Am-
azon Stéam Navigation Company of Para.
She was 200 feet long, of 556 tons gross
and was built at’Port Glasgow in 1888,

The City of Rochester, 235 tons gross,
and 160 feet long, was built- in 1904, and
owned in Rochester, England.

——London, May 2.—The British armed
yacht Aegusa, the sinking of . which by a
mine, was announced yesterday, was
formerly the Erin, Sir Thomas Lipton’s
private yacht. It was taken over by the
British admiralty and used as a_ hospit:
ship. Later it was armed, and beiore be-
ing sent 1 the Medi';erraneqn. where it
was sunk, was on patrol duty in the Nprth
Sea. The Erin convoyed the Shamrock
IV to New York for the cup:races which
were to have been held in 1914,

—=—Rotterdam, April #7.=The' Dutch
steamship Maashaven struck a mine yes-
terday morning while bound from London
for this port. A tug carrying the survi-
vors arrived at Waterweg to-day.

On April 1, the Maashaven hit a mine
on the English cpagt, but managed to
reach the Thames, Necessary repairs
were made, and on Tuesday of this week
the vessel left for Rotterdam in tow of
two tugs. .

——Sydney, N. S., May 1.—The Domin-
ion Coal Company’s charter steamer Cissy,
while on her way’ to this port, went
aground near St. Esprit on the Richmond
county coast. She is resting easily on
sandy bottom and is likely to be pulled off
with little. damage, The Cissy is nota
very large boat and tugs are proceeding
to the rescue of the ship,

——St. John, N. B, May 1.—The New
Zealand liner Matatua, which caught fire
and sunk at No 4 berth, Sand Point, on
March 12, was successfully floated on Sat-
urday. Five tugs were engaged during
the afternoon pumping out water from
the holds of the steamer and, as the tide
began to come in, the steamer was noticed
to be rising with it. As much water as
possible will be pumped outof the steamer
and cargo will be removed. Up to the
present time nearly 2,000 tons have been
removed from the steamer, but there is
nearly 6,000 still on board, which will have
to be taken out of the steamer before
repairs can be made.

——London, April 28.—The following is
an offi¢ial statement :

“The British steamer Industry was sunk
by an enemy submarine, and the crew
left in open boats in the Atlantic 120
miles from the nearest land. The boats,
with the entire crew, were picked up by
the American liner Finjand. The Industry
was proceeding for vated States port
and was ynarmed.”

The Industry was a 400-foot boat, 4,044
tons gross, built in Belfast in 1888 and
owned in Liverpool, She was last re-
ported as having sailed March 17 from
Newport News for St. Nazaire, France.
The Finland sailed from Liverpool for
New York on Wednesday.

——London, April 27,—The sinking of
a neutral vessel by gunfire from a Ger-
man si;bmarine was announced officially
to-day, as follows ; §

"The Norwegian bark Carmanian was
sunk by gunfire from a German submar-
ine on Tuesday, fifty-five miles off the
west coast of Ireland. The crew took to
boats. The submarine immediately left
them.

“One boat capsized. The other, con-
taining the captain and nine of the crew,
reached the coast. The men were rescu-
ed by cliff ladders.
