SUNDAY STREET CARS LEG’ AL,

il | T4
Judge Rope’s Decision
Case.

Mr. Justice Rose Tuesday handed down
his decision in the case¢ of the Hamilton
Street Railway Company, wherein it was
sought to restrain the operation of cars
in that city on the Sabbath, it. being
claimed that such traffic was in contra-
véntion to the stipulations of the Lord’s
Day Act. The testimony taken in the
case was intended to show that the cars
were a nuisance on Sunday and that
their operation tended to decrease the
value of property on the streets through
which the company's franchise permit-
ted the running of its cars. The case
was argued on Friday last and the dect-
sion rendered disallows the claim that
the running of the cars is illegal.

It was conceded that the cars had a
right to run unless prevented by the fol-
lowing Act:

“It is not lawful for any merchant,
tradesman, artificer, mechanic, workman,
laborer or other person whatsoever on
the Lord's Day to sell or publicly show
forth, or expose, or offer for eale, or
to purchase any goods, chattels or other
personal property, Or any real estate
whatsoever, or to do or exercise any
warldly labor, business or work of his
ordinary calling (conveying travellers or
Heér Majesty's niaii, by land or by water,
seifng drigs and meédicines, and other
rks of necessity and works of charity

chapter 203 of the revised statutes of
Ontario, section 1, “'an_ Act to prevent
the profanation of the Lord's Day.”

Judge Rose held that as the Superior
Courts had decided that the clause “or
any othér’ person whatsoever' .was not
used in a sense large enough to include
thé owner and driver of a stage coach,
it could not include those who ran street
cars. He also held that, as the Co. car-
ried bona fide travellers, it was excepted
by ' the law. He concluded :

“I find as & fact thdt the cars .of_

the defendant company were shown to
have been run on Sundiy as on other
days, only less frequently, for the car-
riage of travellers at the usual rate of
fare, and, although it may be that per-
sons who were not travellers were car-
ried, such fact was not shown. It having
been decided that to go two and a half
milgs to drink mineral waters; to walk
out: for fresh air, or pleasure, say three
or’ four miles; to go upon an excursion
from Buffplp to Toronto and return; ar
to go o e%" to the peninsula, (nofv Island)
oppositd “ tonto; for' recreation,constitut-
ed the'perdon o journeying a ‘traveller,
I must either ignore, the effect of such
declstons or hold' that at least certain
persons carried by the defendant com-
pany were travellers within the mean-
ing:of the Act, e.g., persons who, com-,
ing into the city by the prdinary rallway
trains, desiréd to reach ‘their respéctive
destinations in the city; persons going
{?k places of rest or recreation; andathe
€.

“It follows, from the view I have taken
of the decisions referred to, that the
company had the right to run its cars
for the purpose of ‘‘conveying travellers,”
and, so running, the cars would create
all the nolse and disturbance that they
are alleged to create, to the annoyance
of some of the persons. who gave evid-
ence at the trial, without regard to
whether they did or did not carry per-
sons who were not travellers, and so I
cannot find that, by carrying persons
who were not travellers, they have
crcated or continued a nuisance, and,
therefore, there is no ground on which
the court can interfere.

“For the information of the court, if
this case is carried farther, and it shall
become necessary to find any facts upon
the evidence not found by me, I desire
to say that, as far as Icould judge.
the several witnesses at the trial were
apparently honest in their .endeavor to
tell the truth. Their opinions as to the
running of the cars on Sunday being
an annoyance seemed to be affected by
their views as to whether it was mor-
ally right or wrpong so to run them,
and such views were again influenced
to some extent by the fact that the run-
ning of the cars on Sunday was or was
not to them or the churches or congre-
gations to which they belonged a bene-
fit, advantage, or convenience.

“On the whole, Tam of the opinion
that the plaintiif’s case fails, and the
action must. be dismissed with costs.”

The running of street cars on Sunday
is now legal in every city in the Province
save Toronto, where & epecial clause re=<
quires the consent of the electors.
