Skipper and Cook and Crew,

The Noted Lone Voyager Andrews Back
From his Fourth Trip.

Oapt. William A. Andrews, the world
renowned long navigator, is agsin at
home in Cambridge, looking hale and
hearty after his latest perilous trip in &
14 foot folding canvas boat.

Thé cantain’s first deep sea sailing in
small boats was done in 1878, when he
crossed the ocoan from South Buston,
guing to the Paris exposition in the 15-
foot dory Nautilus, accompanied by his
brother Walter. This was the first suc-
cessful voyage in a boat of thissize. In
1888 he made an attempt to cross im
the Dark Secret, but had to abandon
the trip after getting half way ' over.
The captain had a theatrieal contract
which began in New York on Sept. 3,
ard he arrived there nine days later,

His next venture was in the Mer-
maid, when he challenged Capt: Josinh
W. Lawlor to race him to Lands End,
Eng. The Mermaid was inferior to the
Sea Serpeut, in which Capt. Lawlor
sailed, and Andrews waa beaen. He
abandoned the trip at the solicitation of
the capta’n of the steamship Ribruz. On
this trip Capt. Andrew’s boat was cap-
sized seven times,and on one occasions
he clung to her for half an hour during
a fearful gale,

On his final voyage. he beat the res
cord made by Capt. Lawlor by 12 days,
crossing in the remarkable short time
of 30 days. The Sapolio. in which he
made his voyage, is a canvas-coversd
folding boat, decked over, excepting a
cockpit two by three feet fitted with a
aliding hatch. She is about 14 feet
6 inches over all, and carries 350 pounds
of lead on her keel. She is built, some-
what after the style of the 20-footer
Dilemma. Capt. Andrews and his boat
will be at the World's Fuir.

Capt. Andrews was asked how he
liked his boat, He replied : . *A hun-
dred miles a day for the first 30 days
from Boston; that wmeans 3000 miles,
and 18 a fast that speaks eloquently for
the sea worthiness &g well as for her
speed. No such feat was ever before
accomplished,’

In reply to the question, How were
you received at Huelva? He said:

Like a'second Columbus; 1 cannot
find words to express the way in which
I was welcomed and feted. And he
proceeded to relate how he was ‘carried
shuulder high first to the town heuse and
then to the Columbus Congress— the
Congresso Americano—which was ia
session, He was at once made  a mems
ber, and the subsequent proceedings in
Spain did not cost him anything, for
the government took porsession of him,
banqueted him und lodged him in princ~
ly fashion,

During the voyage he slept frem time
to time jammed up in a corner of the
cockpit, letting the boat steer herself,
which she did very well when he had
trimmed the sails for that purpose. In
heavy weather, however, sleep was als
most impossible.

His sea anchor--that is a sort of can~
vas bouy—he lost the first time he used
it, and sfterwards, when riding out a
storm, keeping the jib set, he 'simply
threw his ordinary iron anchor, over~
board w«nd held her up stem to the sea.

You carried lights, of course? .

Not exactly; T had a small lantern—
the smallest boy’s lantein I could get,
but I only waved it when I saw a vess
sel approaching and if was s leeping I
took the risk., Besides, what was the
good of a lantern?
