Chicago, June 17.—Down tn^imeinees 
al last, the fourteenth-Jlepiilnkan Na­
tional Convention entered upon/its sec­
ond day, with several important factors 
unsettled, and with trouble enough in 
sight to make it practically certain that 
at least two days more must be consum­
ed before nominations can be made and 
the work of the convention completed.

The hotels were scenes of what might 
he called a harmless riot; singing, cheer- | 
ing crowds in ceaseless, endless lines, 
passed back and forth; campaign songs 
of old times and new were sung, and the 
far corners of the great buildings rang 
with cheers for everybody, from favorite 
sons down to the must infinitesimal 
lender of a Republican forlorn hope.

The bitterness which has been display 
ed on botli sides of the injunction plank 
gave ominous threat of a stonn of no 
e-mail proportions should the contro­
versy be flung into the convention in its 
crude form.

All night the committee on credentials 
plowed through the long line of contests, 
and few were much surprised to find 
that all of the decisions confirmed those 
of the national committee.

The Committee on Rules and Order of 
Business also had troubles of its own, 
and adjourned until this morning, with 
an unsettled controversy of importance 
on its hands. This was over the proposi­
tion to regulate the ratio of representa­
tion in future national conventions. The 
question is before the committee in the 
form of two resolutions, one by Repre­
sentative Burke, of Pennsylvania, the 
other by Representative Parsons, of 
N»w York both of which, it is argued 
by those opposed to them, will have an 
important effect upon the status of the 
negro members of the Republican party 
in the south. A lively discussion on this 
matter was expected when the commit­
tee resumed its sessions this morning.

Tn view of these incomplete matters 
before the committees, it was assumed 
at the outset that to-day's session of 
the convention would be comparatively 
perfunctory, so far as the main purpose 
of nominations is concerned. The fea- 
f - to day were expected to be
n parade of the visiting marching clubs, 
the reports of committees and the speech 
of I'nited States Senator Henry Cabot 
Lodge, of Massachusetts, as permanent 
chairman of the convention.

If a compromise be reached to-day up­
on the disputed planks of the platform, 
snd if battles over the committee reports 
do not extend over night there seems a 
fair prospect that to-morrow will be 
dear for the nominating speeches, and 
that the close of the day may see the 
close of the convention.

One of the most remarkable and wel­
come features in the convention so far 
lias hern the ideal weather. The early 
hours gave promise of another pleasant 
day: fair and cool, after the fashion of 
mid-September. TLis condition greatly 
refreshed the weary hours of the night 
committee sessions and in general has 
contributed to make the surroundings of 
the great convention more than usually 
comfortable.

INSTALLED AS 
ARCHBISHOP.

Impeiiig Ceremony In St. Michitl’i 
Citkedral This Morning.

Bi,kop Dowiing, of Thii City, Cee- 
ducted the Ceremeny.

Church Crowded to Doori by Re- 
preieitative People.

(Special Despatch to t-he Times.)
Toronto, Ont., June 17. —The impres­

sive ceremony of the installation of the 
Most Rev. Fergus Patrick McEvay took 
place this morning at St. -Michael's Ca­
thedral, which was crowded to the door#. 
This is the third time in succession that 
a Bishop of London has been exalted to 
the Archbishopric of Toronto.

At the door of the cathedral the new 
Archbishop was met by Archbishop 
O’Connor, hi# predecessor, and by Yicar- 
General McCann. The latter, a# chief 
cleric of the diocese, peformed the cere­
mony of welcome and presented the 
Archbishop with ihe holy water. After 
the assembled priests had been sprinkled 
the procession advanced to the sanctu­
ary. The Archbishop kissed the relics, 
and Vicar-General McCann read the 
papal bull appointing His Grace. Bishop 
Dowling, of Hamilton, then conducted 
the new Archbishop to the throne and 
installed him. Very Rev. Dean Morris, 
of St. Catharine#, read an address of 
welcome on be-hnlf of the clergy, and 
Justice Anglin read another from the 
laity. I11 hi* reply, Archbishop McEvay 
after a tribute to Archbishop O’Connor 
laid special stress on the importance of 
relimous education for the young. He 
rejoiced in the fact that Quebec and 
Ontario furnished an example for the 
rest of the world in the way the rights 
of the minority should be respected by 
allowing for both religious and secular 
education under the school system. Dur­
ing the ceremony of installation Mgr. 
Sbàrretti. Papal Delegate, occupied a 
place with-the priests of the diocese, and 
afterward* celebrated high mass.

BUFFALO SUICIDE
Lad Sheoti Himitlf Deed While 

Sitting In a Canoe.

Buffalo, June 17.—While drifting in 
a canoe at Park Lake yesterday after­
noon, Howard C. Jensen, 20 years old, 
committed suicide by shooting himself 
in the right temple with a 38-calibre re­
volver. The body was found hanging 
over the side of the boat.

Frank Snyder, of 15 Shields avenue, 
a bosom friend of Jensen, and to whom 
Jensen directed a note before ending 
his life, can throw no light on the mo­
tive for the deed. He was with Jensen 
on Mond&v night. They attended lodge 
meeting together and were to have gone 
canoeing last night. Snyder is mysti­
fied over his friend’s act.

William Kereaw, of 138 Seneca atreert., 
discovered the body at 3.15 o’clock. He 
told Harry Brown, of 137 Whitney place, 
that something was wrong with a man 
in one of the boats and the. latter hunt­
ed up Policeman Fisher, who was on 
duty at the grove in Delaware Park.

A SOLDIER’S DEATH.
Henry Braid Will be Bnried With 

Military Heneri.

The death of a highly respected citizen 
occurred yesterday afternoon, in the 
person of Henry Braid, 178 West avenue 
north. Deceased had been ill with throat 
trouble for some time, and an operation 
was performed last Saturday, but proved 
of no avail. He had been connected with 
the militia ail his life, having been bom 
in the regiment of the 93rd Highlanders 
at Montreal, on Oct. 16. 1845. He came 
with his parent# to Toronto in 1860, 
where he joined the 10th Royal Grena­
diers in 1863, and was a sergeant of No. 
6 company during the Fenian Raid. He 
came to Hamilton in 1882, aiid had lived 
here ever since. He was a member of 
the 13th Regiment for fifteen years, and 
at the time of his death was a member 
of the 91st Highlanders, who will have 
charge of the funeral, and bury him with 
military honors. He had been an em­
ployee of the McPherson Shoe Oo. for 
20 years, lie leaves to mourn his loss 
a widow, one son, Harry R. Braid, one 
daughter.

GREAT RUSH 
FOR HOME.

Over a Theuiand Porsoas Left Be- 
hiid by Steamer.

Foreigien Anxion te Take Adraa- 
tage ef Cheap Ratei.

Will Sleep la Parke Uatil Next 
Boat SaiU.

New York, June 17.—'More than a 
thousand persons holding steerage 
tickets for European ports were left 
behind by the Steamer Potsdam when 
she sailed to-day with her steerage 
accommodations filled to their capac­
ity of 2,000. Thousands who were un­
able to find accommodation on the 
ship were assured that they would be 
taken on the next out-going steamer, 
but many of them made determined 
efforts to get on board the Potsdam. 
They were held in check by a large 
force of policemen, which had been 
summoned to the z>ier. however, and 
the best they got was a sight, of the 
ship as, with swarming decks dropped 
out into the stream and started on her 
voyage.

As early ns last evenin'* 4,\e
steamer’s steerage quarters were fill­
ed, but every train from the x.v.t 
brought in scores of homeward bound 
foreigners who had purchased tickets 
through the company’s western agen­
cies. The police nad considerable dif­
ficulty in holding back the crowds 
of new comers who attempted to force 
their way on board the Potsdam and 
several times clubs were used by the 
guardians of the law.

Many of the prospective passengers 
have little -money . eyond that re­
quired to get them to their homes, 
and it is likely that they will remain 
ine one of the Hoboken’s parks, where 
they are now camped until the next 
steamer sails.

The great homeward rush of for­
eigners is believed to be largely due 
to the extremely low rates now of­
fered for eastward bound steerage pas- 
sengers.

ROBBED AND 
MUTILATED.

Wife ef Firmer Amelted Ie Her 
Heme.

Shall Fractured end Ear Torn From 
Heed.

Uncoucioni Body Dragged Into
Cellar.

Middletown, June 17.—While working 
at her usual house duties in her. home 
near Montgomery at ten o’clock this 
morning. Mr#. Joseph McVoy, the wife 
of a well-to-do larmer, wee stricken 
down by a robber, who after battering 
in the woman's skull, cutting off one 
of her earn, and otherwise mutilating 
her, carried her down cellar and left 
her for dead, and raneecked the house 
of all the money and jewelry he. could 
find. Mrs. McVoy will die a# a result 
of her injuries.

With Mr. and Mrs. McVoy lives 
Hiram Dubois, Mrs. McVoy’s father, 
who is 85 years old. About nine o’clock 
this morning Mr. McVoy left the house 
to go to Woe den, several miles away. 
A half hour later the father of Mrs. 
McVoy also left the house. About 11 
o'clock the old gentleman returned to 
the house. He found hi* daughter ly­
ing on the cellar floor in a pool of 
blood. Mr*. McVoy’s head was crushed 
in, one ear was nearly torn off, and 
nearly all of her teeth had been knock­
ed oiit.. Near the body lay #n iron bar. 
one end of which was covered with blood 
and hair. It was the weapon which had 
stricken down Mrs. McVoy. The woman 
was unconeicious. To-night, when she re­
covered partial consciousness for a mo­
ment, her husband asked her who struck 
her and she eaid August. Thie ts the 
only clue to the person wl»o comroifcTèd 
the assault, and a posse of deputy sher- 
iff# is scouring the country for e farm 
hand known only j* August, who was 
formerly employed by the McVoy# and 
was discharged about a week ago be­
cause he had taken to drinking. There is 
but slight chance for her recovery.

HODGINS’DROP OUT.
Committee Will Coaiider Fate ef 

the Fatherless Charges.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa, June 17.—The two Hodgins 

dropped out of the Hodgins enquiry 
this morning. Both Hodgins, C. E. and 
Hodgins. K. C., are now out of the 
case, and the committee of enquiry 
is left with a fatherless set vf un­
proven charges against the National 
Transcontinental Commission on its 
hands. The committee adjourned un­
til to-morrow morning to decide what 
it would do with the situation.

At the opening of proceedings thia 
morning Mr. Frank Hodgins, K.C., 
said, "I do not think there ie any­
thing I desire to re-examine Major 
Hodgins upon, and with hie permis­
sion I retire from the case.”

Mr E. M. MacDonald, M.P.. sug­
gested the adjournment until to-mor­
row in order that all parties interested 
may have a chance to consider their 
position. He would like to look over 
the records and authorities, he said, 
before moving one way or other. Cer­
tain lines of examination might yet 
be adopted. Major Hodgins having 
abandoned the charges, time to con­
sider future action must be given.

BARTON HAS 
ISSUED WRIT.

Towmhip Goei to Law Over Supply 
of Water.

Power Committee In Private Seuiou 
This Afternooa.

Beach Water Service to be Ready 
About July 1.

Barton township and the city have 
locked horns at last in the dispute over 
supplying county residents with water 
and permitting them to connect with 
sewers. At noon to-day W. A. H. Duff, 
solicitor for the Township Council, 
served Mayor Stewart with a writ in a 
high court action taken by the township 
people, applying for a mandatorjj injunc­
tion to compel the city to specifically 
perform the agreement of 1903, under 
which the annex came into the city. 
The plaintiffs ask, among other things, 
to have the court define what is a rea­
sonable distance from the water pipes 
for the township residents to get con­
nection; what is a reasonable rate for 
sewer connection; for an injunction re­
straining the city from enforcing the 
resolution passed by the Sewers Com­
mittee in September of last year, in­
sisting on the township people paying 
so much for ©very connection and sign 
an agreement; to have the township rate 
of assessment as made by Barton's as­
sessor taken ns the basis of assessment, 
and for a mandatory injunction compell­
ing the city to carry out an agreement 
made with Thomas Barnes and others 
regarding the Sherman avenue sewer in 
1902.

Mr. Duff was in a very jovial mood 
when lie served his worship with the 
writ. He told the Mayor that the city 
had evidently been proceeding under the 
impression that it could walk all over 
the township, but it would. find out 
where it wa* at after the smoke cleared

'Hie Power Committee will have » 
private session this afternoon to consider 
the contract submitted by the Cataraot 
and to make a recommendation to the 
Council. The company was notified yes­
terday to fill in the blank apace in the 
agreement as to the cost of arc lamps. 
To-day Manager Hawkins sent a letter 
to the city saying he would lay the 

| matter before the board.. This is one 
of the points the committee is anxious 
to consider this afternoon, and an an­
swer is expected by then. Although all 
the details of the street railway agree­
ment have not been settled, Chairman 
Sweeney expects to have a meeting of 
the general committee on Friday night 
to deal with it, and send a recommenda­
tion on to the Council. The City Solicitor 
and secretary of the Board of Works 
are going over the contract to-day. It i* 
probable that the city will consent to * 
line up Queen street from King to Her- * 
kimer in lieu of a line across Bold street.

Secretary Kappele, of the Parks Board, 
received a letter this morning from the 
office of the Dominion Park Commis­
sioner at Banff, notifying him that the 
pair of buffaloes, which the Government 
is loaning to the Du mi urn Zoo, would 
be shipped on request. The city ha* to 
pay the express charges, about $26, and 
the wages and fare of an attendant. The 
commissioner offers to send free a pair 
of timber wolf puppies. A portion of 
the Ixuik west of the castle will be 
fenced off for the buffaloes.

Yesterday afternoon Chairman Bailey, 
of the Finance Committee: Dr. Roberts, 
Medical Health Officer; City Solicitor 
Waddell. Engineer Barrow, Assistant 
Engineer Barrow, and Charles Peebles, 
of the Board of Health, went to Paradise 
road and inspected the site of the new 
smallpox hospital, ft wa* discovered 
that the nearest dwelling house to the 
spot where it wa# proposed to erect the 
institution wa* only fifty yards away, 
and for this reason the hospital will 
have to he built further back on the 
property, the law providing that build­
ings of this kind must be at least 150 
yards away from the nearest house.

The contract for the services for the 
waterworks system on the Beach has 

• been awarded to J. Mercer. This will 
! practically complete the system, and the 
J commissioners expect that people on the 
l sandstrip will be getting water before 
! July 1.

“I am going to have something to say 
about this,” said the Mayor, referring to 
the information sent to the aldermen by 
the Cataract Company in a typewritten 
pamphlet on the power question. The 
Mayor got his copy only to-day. It was 
sent to his city residence, and he is 
staying at the Beach. He charges that 
the document is full of mistake*.
