over. Thompson claimed a penalty
stroke for this plain infraction of the
rules, but the point was not con-
ceded at the time, both agreeing to
refer the incident to the tournament
committee for settlement, and a ten-
tative ‘‘half” was registered. On the
seventeenth, Thompson drove from a
point more than two club lengths be-
hind the line of the discs, and his op-
ponent claimed the hole.
