In the Long Island.

Dane’s land sits and keeps the 
gales of the West, and the wind 
frozen on the Arctic wave, comes 
blowing over the shoulder of the 
■world. Its puny Northern villages 
lie huddled in morass and bog; and 
all of the outside world it knows is 
the sight of the great ships of ocean, 
warm with white lighd, passing to 
the tropics. It is a land fall of fa 
tile hamlets, which kindle and stir 
when the sound of a rare carriage- 
wheel has come to break a moon a 
monotony: slatternly wives stand in 
the mud at their thresholds, beside 
the peal-stack and stare; boys in 
canvas trousers and Naval Reserve 
bonnets pursue the fugitive carriage; 
dogs send up a long ululation; the 
shepherd on the moor leans on his 
crook, the peatoutter on his iron,and 
gate; the carriage is gone, bat te a 
thing to tsik of round the peat fire 
of nights when the wind is threaten­
ing to lift the thatched roof into the 
Western Ocean. William Black has 
described it, but it is not this land; 
Celtic bards uncountable have 
raised “the lofty rhyme" about it; 
nor are such bards yet dead, but 
live, and their works with them 
But neither novelist nor poet has 
struck such a true and vital note as 
did Hakluyt when in hie account of 
Frobisher's second voyage he wrote:
__“Their houses are very simply
builded with pebble stone, without 
any chimneys, the fire being made 
in the midst thereof. The good 
man, wife, children, and others oi 
the family, eat and sleep on the 
one side of the house, and their cat­
tle on the other, very beastly and 
rudely in respect of civilization." 
Hakluyt might have been writing of 
the conditions of today, and should 
have added that children in the 
winter make a breakfast of potatoes, 
and go to school barefoot through 
the snow, carrying a peat for the 
school fire; that women are beasts 
of burden, and such as have no 
ponies walk daily, blow high or 
blow low, four or five miles out to 
the moor, and a like distance back, 
for a creel of peats—on Saturday a 
double trip; that men and women 
walk twenty miles into Stornoway 
and back to oonenlt an old hag 
about the witches who are taking 
the milk of their cows.

D mo lires in Thule, in a black 
house,—that a house built rf
“pebblestoneo” and the walls a yard 
in thicknes•; the roo'-beams treas­
ured as gold, f^r (1 ere are no tree*- 
in the Ling Island. The hirtory oi 
some oil these—once driftwood—hi r 
been in the family for generations. 
It is thatched over with the throsbec 
barloy-stalks which have beei 
plucked, not cut, with a single ey 
to this, and the inner layer of thaict- 
ie stripped from the roof in summer 
and laid to the potatoes, because o* 
the soo‘. The fl jor is of clay, at d 
in the midst the fir-, built of three 
walls of pe.it, the inner a core o' 
red; above the fire a chain; a ^tal- 
van standing on a chair can t< uoh 
the roof; yet no eye hath seen wi:ers 
the chain is fastened to the bia< k 
roofbearr, hrciusa of the impem - 
trahie gloom of smoke and soo'; D'
cbimn - ; a small window perihano* ;
and down there the fire glinting oi 
the eyes of the cattle, and l'gt.tir g 
up industrious fowls which scrape 
and pick among the manure. Such 
is Dune's house; each are a hundred 
and one other houses there.

Dune long ego was a constable. 
Not a uniformed official of the Queen, 
but a servant of the proprietor of 
the island. Each township bad two 
or three. They saw that at the 
sowing of seed the cattle were taken 
to the mooi; that the high roads 
running through the crofts were 
barred to prevent the intrusion of 
marauding sheep and the like, that 
in the late summer the cattle were 
again taken from the mcor and 
driven to their appointed pasturage 
on the “maohar" (Anglioe, “field’) 
that all the sheep were shepherded 
by chosen men; in short, they man. 
aged the affairs of the varions town­
ships, settled disputes, fixed land 
marks, for all of which they received 
five ahillings a year and a rod of of­
fice. This rod Dune still possesses; 
often he had used it to gnage milk, 
with a view to ascertaining the 
amount of loss due to witches. But 
the Laud League aud Crofter Com­
missions abolished the office, and to­
day Dune is a shepherd, the best in 
the Long Island, and lives in the 
main in'hie master’s bothy. It is 
no idle boast to say that be is the 
best shepherd in the Long Island, 
for there is not a sheep but he 
knows, not an ear-mark. Dune can 
ascertain the family of any chance 
stranger by asking him bis father’s 
ear-mark. To me be is a passing 
old man, a wonderful ohewer of to­
bacco, good at folk-lore, and a teller 
of old- tales, scarred like himself. 
The first time I met him was in the 
dsrk, and I knew nothing save that 
it was the voice of an old man, and 
the voice was quick and tremulous; 
and it said, part in broken English, 
the msjor part in Gaelic: “If the 
world be going round, bow we no 
come to the warm countries?" I 
laughed and tried to explain, but 
ah! Dune, bad I known then what I 
know now of the tragio seriousness 
of that question, there had been 
little room for mirth.

On the morrow at the fank I saw 
Dune at the clipping, aud his 
wrinkled face looked out through a 
gap in hie hair, which was the color 
of the wool of his sheep. He was 
barefooted, and wore stockings 
without soles; bis knickers were 
wholly of patches, and a cloud of 
hair was setting at defiance an old 
tam-o’-shanter. Plainly, too, he had 
shaved but not washed, for the dried 
soap was on his chin. He asked me 
to took at bis foot, wbiob was fes­
tering, and the sore running, I en­
tered into conversation, and this is 
his story: When the orofiers went 
to Eiiobnrgh on their trial for their 
share in the crofter riots, Dune went 
to bear testimony against them. 
They threatened bis life, and these 
threats he took so much to heart, 
that on a day it befell that he went 
down Princess Street waving hie 
orook, shouting on his collie, calling 
in Gaelic to hie sheep. “And they 
put me in the asylum, he went on 
in hie curions English—I must 
translate for the reader—“and 
washed me and nothing wrong with 
me; one doo’.or caught me by the 
wrist, feeling me, and another by 
the fingers, and they told me I was 
in my mind, but they would keep 
me for a month; and I came out 
clean and fa'; I was never so fat be­
fore.” So sleek and shining, indeed, 
that be lock a wife, who, bearing 
him daughters and a son, died. He 
sought ont a second wife, and in 
time buried her beside the first; but 
between the graves is a space of a 
men’s breadth, and there Dune shall 
lie. Yet a third wife he sought,but 
the woman refused his -offer, end

Fol­
lowed a song of the expected as­
sumption of regal power in Storno­
way by Prince Charlie, and hie woe 
when on a night of rain, at the 
breaking ol tempest, he, hunted, an 
alien where he had looked for wel- 
o une and the strength of horses, 
went forth on the moor to sleep. 
“And to-day,” said Dune, “they 
will be making a cairn where be 
slept; ach!’. The ex. lamation was 
eloquent of contempt Ho pnt me 
to bitter shame by asking me where 
in the Book was the «un a cinder, 
who was Job’s grandfather, and the 
like, Dune gave the book, chapter, 
and verse on every occasion. There 
have been, I believe, similar oases of 
extraordinary power of memory 
with men who have been mad. His 
sous and daughters are scattered 
over the world; their letters are 
read to him, And there is one son 
who never writes, and I wish I 
knew his history, to tell Dane. 
When the rain swept the croft lands, 
blinding the sea, and the bothy pane 
was dim, his eon left him to go to 
New Zaaland. Because of the 
clouded pane and his weak eyes, 
Dane went oat to the threshold in 
the rain, and saw his boy go over a 
bend of the brae—out of hie life. 
And he turned to rekindle the fire 
against the coming of his daughter 
from school, for the rain had put it 
out. Ah I Dune, “’tie true,’tis pity, 
and pity ’tie. ’tis true," that the 
world in her spinning cannot turn 
you to the warm lands of New Zea­
land . Often on the moor he sits 
alone communing with the old dead, 
and the memories of ancient things 
fall upon him,—those things of the 
night when, as the breathing of the 
spirit, the unseen sweeps the face of 
the hills. Below us, like exiles in a 
far country, lay the ruins of crofters’ 
cote, and full of that memory of 
things past, Dune spoke of the lime 
when these hearths sent up the 
smoke of a village. Far “from the 
lone shealkg on the misty island” 
Dune’s thin voice rose in the poig 
nanoy of the threnody, and the bine 
eyes filled, as he orooned Gaelic la­

Living in simplicity, and know­
ing neither hunger nor luxury, the 
people were taken and oast into a 
ship.

h llside, bis grey tar'an plaid on his 
shonlde', his feet naked, and, lean­
ing on hie crook, told me with an 
unheard but felt soh, of how lie 
t jrnrd to his cold hearthstone when
ii son went over the bill in the 
rain—out of bis life. And then in 
the dark I hear an old man’s pieadf 
i g voice asking why the world 
dies not tum round to the warm 
aoontiiee.—J M D, in the Spec­
tator.

In a letter received in New Yoik 
the other day^ came the announce 
ment that Brother Serapion Van 
Koop, member of a wealthy Belgian 
family, who two years ago went to 
the Hawaiian Islands to take op tin- 
work begun by Father Damien in 
the leper colony of Molokai, ba- 
himaelf fallen a victim to the dis 
ease. The letter came from the 
voung missionary himself to Rev 
John J Dunn, head of the New 
York Bureau tor the Propagation or 
the Faith, the Oaiholio missionary 
bureau. It was originally sent to a 
dose friend in Belgium. Tne touch- 
ing epistle is in part as follows:

“Ijhbve at last summoned suf. 
Soient courage to write you a f <w 
words. For the last oix montba I 
have lived through days of such 
anxiety and melancholy that I had 
not the courage to talk with you. 1 
feel it necessary at last to break lh< 
silence and let you know of my eon 
dilion. Y u will kindly break th- 
news lo my brother- and sisters be­
cause I cannot tell them mysel'.

“A little while after your last let­
ter came I discovered that I bad no 
feeling in my elbow I remarked 
the fact to Father Maxime, who 
commanded me to go to our physic­
ian. After he bad examined me he 
declared the want of feeling appear­
ed to him to be a symptom of lep­
rosy, but to make sure be took from 
my elbow some pieces of flash for 
microscopic examination. After a 
few days be came to see me and 
informed me that very probably i 
would prove to be a case of leprosy. 
He did not care to decide definitely, 
however, as all cases of the kind are 
left to the doctors at Honolulu, to 
whom he suggested that I should go.

“Examinations made in Honolulu 
only served to corroborate the dread 
judgment of the first instance, and 
Brotner Serapion returned to Mol 
okai, there to remain for the rest of 
bis days. Just as soon as I arrived 
at the Laz iretto House my first care 
was to torn over all my affairs of 
the house to Father Maxime, with 
whom I bad lived up to that time. 
I then took up my residence in a 
little hot, where I must live alone. 
It is certainly a very great trial for 
me, but I am sure that God will not 
forsake me.”

The letter oonoludes with a re­
quest for prayers. Brother Serapion 
Van Koop is twent' -eight years old. 
He read of Father Damien’s martyr­
dom when quits young, and never 
had any other ambition in life than 
to follow in his footsteps. He was 
wall educated and soon became 
Brother of the Order of the Sacred 
Heart, which sends the missionaries 
to the leper colony. He went there 
two years ago In all likelihood be 
never will live to see bis tbirty.firet 
birthday. Until the day of his death 
he will live alone in a little but of 
the leper colony. He can have no 
companions except those similarly 
sffiioted, and as those are natives or 
Chinese, there will be nothing of 
companionship for him.

Books he will have and letterr 
from home, but he may never ans­
wer those letters, except through a 
third person. Occasionally he will 
see a fellow human being, some 
courageous missionary who will 
come to take his place, but the dan­
ger of infection is so great that 
they will speak only at a distance. 
The lethargy that accompanies the 
disease will coma upon him soon 
after the end of the first year. Hi 
then will be able only to crawl 
about the hut.
