An action for $10,000 damages has
been brought against the Sisters of
Misericordia of Alberta, by Addie

delirium caused by illnéss from ty-
phoid fever, jumped from an unguard-|
ed window in the Misericordia hos-|
pital, and fell to the ground, a dist-
{ ance of about forty feet, receiving in-
| juries from which he died a few hours}
i afterwards. {

A writ of summons was taken out'
in the Supreme court last week by J.:
C. F. Bown, solicitor for the plaintiff, |
who is the admimistrix of the estate
and effects of her husband, who died!
intestate. The action. is brought on
| behalf of herself and her four child-'
ren.

The plaintiff alleges that the death
of the deceased was caused by the
negligence of the defendants
following respects:—

That the nurse or attendapt placed
in charge of the deceased was not rea-
sonably qualified to discharge his
duties. ‘

That the deceased, while in a state
of delirium was left unattended.

That the windows of the ward where
he was so left were not properly
guarded ;
