company, and given force and direc-
tion- to the. opposition of the people
Lo the creatibn.in Canada of combines
on‘the giant scale of Mr. Max
Aitken's mergers. The Government
may rest assured that the agitation
will not subside until the facts are

fully disclosed by investigation un-,

der the Combines act and a remedy
applied. The natural and obvious
remedy is the removal of the pro-
tection that makes the creation of
such' combinations possible, and it is
manifest that the people who suffer
from their exactions are determined
to obtain relief. One day’'s ex-
changes contain vigorous articles in
denunciation of .the Cement Merger’s
operations from The Saskatoon
Phoenix, The Manitoba Free Press,
The Kingston Whig,  The St. John
Telegraph,- and The Moncton Tran-
seript. The Free Press puts the
situation, so far as the West is con-
cerned, very tersely. It says:—

“The wholesale price of cement in
Minneapolis at' the present moment
is $1.15 per barrel. In Winnipeg it
is $2.16—just g dollar a barrel high-
er, This extra dollar is due to
thiree causes: (1) The control of the
Canadian market by a combine; (2)
a - tariff protection of about 50 per
cent.,, which’ arms the combine with
its most effective weapon, anu (3)
the high freight rates. These are
all remediable and will be remedied
when the people get tired of being
robbed. An extra dollar on every
barrel of cement used in the West
is an extortionate tax upon the con-
sumers.”

The ' Saskatoon Phoenix says that
Parliament should make it its busi-
ness to find out as much about the
Cemeént Trust as it can when the
question of the conversion of cement
securities comes ‘before it. Mr.. W.
B. Poucher, of Edmonton, a wholesale
dealer in builders’ supplies, has been
telling The Edmonton Bulletin that
the shortage of cement and the high
prices there are not due to the coal
strike so much as to the monopolistic
methods of the trust. “r .found,”
“that the mérger could have

to supply the West if it had wished,
but it chose to hold up the trade, and
so the people- of the West much wait
i until the merger makes up its mind
to get busy.» This shortage of cement
is certainly an importaut problem,
and it will never be solved until. the
duty is removed from the cement
across the border, Until this is done
the mighty merger will have the
public by the throat and choke it
into the merger’s way of doing busi-
ness.”

Nor is opinion in the Eest less
hostile to the merger than that of the
West. The Kingston Whig calls for
action under the Combines Act, and
says that the Cement Merger's plans
indicate that the scalping of the peo-
ple is being done in an open and
flagrant manner, and that redress
can come from Parliament only.
The St. John Telegraph remarks
that “it is time to know whether or
not . there is to be any limit to. the
industry - of stock-watering.” The
Moncton Transcript takes it for
granted that there will be a thorough
investigation, and says that ‘‘the net
annual dividends which this concern
promised English arid other investors
in its prospectus and .advertisements
were $3,035,000. On the basis of
last year’s total .sales of cement in
Canada this company would have to

TO AGAIN VISIT

MOUNTAIN LAKE

Mrs. Shaeffer, Well Known, Mounu.ln
Climber. Will Leave in a Few Days'
for the Rockies  Where She Has
Spent Many Summers,

“Were I to spend a hundred years
in exploring the mountain I believe I
should discover a new valley every
year. That is what the charm of
mountaineering is to me to keep from
the beaten path and go where no one
has ever gone before.”

These are the words
Chas Schaeffer of Philadelphia, na-
turalist, explorer and writer, who has
penetrated the fastnesses of Rocky
Mountains far in advance of the sur-
veyor, the jprospector apd the miner.
Her quests have taken her whither
only the Indian could guide her and
many times she has followed tracks
that were but half-forgottéen memor-
ies in the minds or some old trapper
who remembered to have visited these
regions when a boy almost before the
advent of the white man to the plains.
To these indians she has become
‘““Yahewate” ‘“the Woman ‘of the
mountains,” and she has won her way
to their confidence as only a man or
woman can who is absoluteely faith-
ful to ‘his or her worga and who re-!
spects their traditions and their
manners. Hence in all her wanderings
she has ever found in the red man
a constant helper and friend and has
alwayg been able to turn to him for
advicé and information. Hence she
has ®btained priceless knowledge of
the vast Alpine region 6n the western
boundary of Alberta and become
somethigg of an authority on the
fauna,
this' great and unmapped region.

Husband Left Unfinished Work.

The death of her husband some

years ago leaving an unfinished worl(f

on the flora of the Rocky Mountains
of Canada, challenged Mrs.Schaeffer's
courage to try conolusions with the
mountains of Alberta in order to
finish- and publish th® work. Though
she had been an invalid all her life
she set about her purpose with deter-
mination and carried her - work
through to a successful conclusion.
Labor well accomplished was itg own
reward and she found in the open
life of the saddle not only health
but a growing love for the silent
places that became within her the
determination to explore the great
hinterhand that. lay to the north of
the Canadian Pacific. In 1907 she
penetrated to Fortress T.a Lake which
lies' in°the neighborhood of Mt.
Hooker and having here heard of a
famous lake in the heart of the
mountains, she made an attempt to
reach it by crossing the mountains.
Having arrived at a height 'of 7,000
feet she found herself caught in a
blinding snowstorm which covered
everything with a great blanket and
absolutely- effaced all tracks of a
trail. With starvation threfatening
the pack horses she wag compelled
to turn back and abandon her quest
for that year.
Trip Through Mountains.

The. year following she left Laggan
in search of this lake of, which she
heard from _the Indians and famed
as one of the largest and most beau-
tiful g¢f the lakes in all the mountain
region. After almost wunbelievable
toil the party succeeded in locating
and reaching what she believed to be
the objeet of her search and which
she named Maligne Lake, now known
as easily the most peautiful of all the
lakes in the mountains of Canada
that have .vét heen' discovered The
party . was .ghort of..provisions @#nd

only one day was spent on the Iako:
but it wasisufficient ita convince Mrs.'

Schaeffer that she had made a find.
Comparing /it. with. Lake T.ouise, Mrs.
Schaeffer - said “Lake Louise is a

of pearils.” It is interesting to note
that this Jake has been embodied into
Mrs. Humphrey Ward’s “Lady Merton
Colonist,” where - it passes under the
name of Lake Elizabeth.

The purpose of Mrs. Schaeffer dur-
ing the coming summer is to reach
Lake Maligne once more and satisfy
herself whether it is as beautiful as
it exists in the memory of a few short
hours spént on its crvstal waters. The
result of Mrs. Schaeffer’'s previous ex-
peditions is embodied in a hook just
nff the press ,entitled “Old Indian
Trails.
