11 is not at all surprising 
Ib§1%3 that Germany has taken 

advantage of President 
Wilson’s Note on the 
arming of merchantmen, 

while engaged in mercantile work. 
President Wilson asked the belliger­
ents to accept the principle that such 
merchantmen should not carry any 
guns to protect themselves and their 
passengers against submarine at­
tacks. It was clearly a one-sided ar­
rangement because Germany and her 
allies have no such ships ranging the j 
oceans, and even if she had, Great 1 
Britain and her allies have not adopt­
ed the policy of murdering their crews 
and passengers by torpedoes from | 
submarines. The object of arming an 
Entente merchantman is not to attack 
submarine or any other vessel, but 
solely to ward off the danger of the 
crews and passengers by the Ger- I 
man sea wolves. The sole effect of 
an adherence to Wilson's proposal by j 
the Entente would be to leave them 1 
more easy victims to the depredations j 
of these sea wolves. Germany has ' 

given no undertaking that she will 
not murder such passengers, because 
a submarine has no means of sinking 
a passenger ship and saving those 
aboard, when these are numerous, as 
on passenger liners. Moreover, if j 
Germany gave such an undertaking it j 
would be a worthless scrap of paper, ' 

and as for President Wilson’s efforts i 
to bring such murderers to book, they I 
are worthless. In the first place if no , 
Americans are murdered, he ignores 
the murder absolutely. If there are 
Americans aboard, he writes a Note. 
It follows therefore that President 
Wilson asks Britain and her allies to . 
forego the placing of a gun on a 
liner tb protect those aboard from be­
ing murdered by German submarines, 
while it is understood that he shall 
do nothing if the hundreds of passen­
gers murdered are only British, 
French, Italian or Russians, and that 
if by any chance an American is 
aboard he may add a few more letters 
to his collection, with perhaps a lit­
tle bit of bluster. It is no wonder 
that Germany should have played up 
to him against Britain, and her allies 
by the threat to treat armed merch­
antmen as warships. This really 
adds nothing to the danger as she 
usually claims that the ship sunk is 
armed, although it "to fact is not arm­
ed. The Lusitania tragedy is a case 
in point. The surprising feature is 
that President Wilson should have 
lent himself to play the German 
game with loaded dice.

The book which con­
tains some dozen pages is dedicated 
to the Mothers of the Volunteers, and 
as the proceeds will, be devoted .to 
the Red Cross Fund, a ready sale 
ought to he assured. The dedication 
to the Mothers of Newfoundland, op­
ens with these touching lines:
You that have faith to look with fear 

less eyes,
Beyond the tragedy of a world at 

strife,
And trust that out of night and death 

shall rise
The dawn of ampler life.

Rejoice, whatever anguish rend your 
heart,

That God has given you for a 
priceless dower,

To live in these great times and have 
your part,

In freedom's crowning hour.

That you may tell your sons who see 
the light

High in the heaven, their heritage 
to take—

From Gallipoli.
Private Eric Chafe, A Company, 1st 

Nfld. Regiment writes as' follows:
"I stood in three feet of water in 

the trenches from Nov. 27th to 29th. 
and at 4 p.m. on the 29th, they found 
me with my boots frozen to my feet. 
On being taken back to the camp I 
found a parcel from home. You can 
imagine my delight when I found it 
contained Oxo. I managed to get a 
mess tin of rain water which some of 
the boys boiled in the cook house and 
we made some hot Oxo. I believe it 
saved my life. It was certainly 
good.”

Private Chafe is a son of Levi 
Chafe, Esq., of Messrs. Nicholle, Ink- 
pen & Chafe. We are pleased to 
know that Pte. Chafe, who is in hos­
pital, is rapidly recovering from his 
frostbite.

Steamers Ashore.
During the progress of last night’s 

storm, the five foreign steamers, 
which came here short of coal and 
which were anchored in different 
parts of the Harbor, had an anxious 
time of it in endeavoring to hold 
their moorings. The wind blew with 
great violence from the N.W., and for 
hours the tooting of whistles could be 
heard for the assistance of tugs. Be­
tween half-past eight and nine o’clock 
the s.s. Muskagee, the big oil tanker, 
which arrived yesterday, dragged her 
anchors and drifted towards the 
rocks on the south side of the har­
bor, bringing up on a mud bank near 
King’s Head. The ship struck the 
shore near the port bow but did no 
damage. This morning she came off 
under her own steam. The s.s. Loch 
Tay, which also reached this port 
yesterday short of coal, was moored 
at the bottom of the harbor quite close 
to the Battery and nearby Chain Rock. 
During the gale her anchorage gave 
way and her stern struck the rocks. 
Steam was immediately put on and 
she was quickly got into deep water 
again and made more secure. The 
Loch Tay is a Norwegian, was 31 days 
out from Rotterdam to New York and 
her supply of coal became so ex­
hausted that a considerable quantity 
of the ship’s woodwork had to be 
used latterly mixed with the coal to 
make it last longer. The wonder is 
that the ship reached port at all.
