Interviewed later, Sir Thomas made
a tull statement of the Canadian Pa-
cific. pollcy with regard to the new
stock 1ssue, the issue of stock below
the market quotations, freight rate
jurisdiction and other matters of much
interest concerning the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway. Of the proposed new
stock issue he intimated that it was
made necessary by the increasing
scope of the company's undertakings,
and was in no way affected by the
fact that large dividends have been
paid. These, he said, were to a great
extent revenues from land eales, quite
apart from the earnings of the rail-
way. ‘‘The “10 per cent clause” he de-
scribed as a dead letter, saying that
for wyears the company had earned
more than 10 per cent. on its capital
investment, and had consequently sub-
mitted t6 control by the railway board.

He wag full of optimism conceraing
the outiook this fall. “Last year fear-
ful things were predicted” he sald,
“put everybody came out all right. It
will be just the same this time. You
can’t keep the West down; and it is
impossible to discourage it."

Discussing the proposed stock issue
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, Sk
Thomag said:

“The policy and affairs of the Cana-
dian Pacific are proper subjects for
diecussion and criticism by the public
and the press of Canada. The com-
pany's prosperity would naturally
breed some jealdusy, and the bogey of
melon-cutting, as it {is sometimes
termed, can be flaunted with a degree
of effectiveness that would not be pos-
sible in other circumstances. No doubt
vou agree with me that the people of
Canada take a just pride in their great
railway, would not let any other coun-
try have it for the world, and, indeed,
‘while they give it a good many hard
knocks themeelves, they would not
permit any outsider to hit it. While I
say the affairs of the Canadian Pacific
are a proper subjeet for discussion in
Canada, we should start with correct
surmises or -our conclusions will not
be fair and sound, .

of farm Jands of any other description
in Western Canada has reaped the
benefit of enhanced values. 8o that
for seventeen years after the comple-
tion of the railway 'the land grant in
that vast wilderness was not covered
by anybody, and it was only after 1902
that stupendous efforts and the vast
expenditures of the company to at-
tract attention and bring people to the
country commenced to bear fruit, and
the land grant became an important
feature in the company's financial af-
fairs.”

Sir Thomas passed on to a consid-
eration . of the proposed control of
rates by parliament after the company
pays 10 per cent, dividends.

“I notice,” he said, “that frequent
reference is made to what is known as
the ‘10 per cent. clause’ in the com-
Pany’'s contract with the Dominion
government. Briefly stgted, the con-
traet provided that the company's
rates for the carriage traffic should
not be subject to parliamentary super-
vision until such a time as the com-
pany was earning 10 per cent. per
annpum on the capital actually in-
vested in the work,  Dividends playet
no part, you will observe. It made
no difference whether the. company
was paying 20 per cent., 10 per eent.,
5 per cent. or no dividend at all. The
determining factor was the earnings
resulting from the operation of the
railway. For a long time we have not
pleaded that we were not earning 10
per cent. £

“Our rates and tolls have been suh-
mitted to the railway commission and
are dealt with in exactly the same way
as those of any other raflway com-
pany i1 the country, excepting the In-
tercolonial, which does not come un-
der the juriediction of the eommission.
So that the ‘10 per cent. clause,’ as it
is called, has been a dead issue for a
considerable period, the lowest on the
continent, but the subject of rates is
now before the commission for con-
slni.eration, and, therefere, I do not
think it proper to enlarge upon the
subject. It may be taken for granted
that, whatever the deeision of the
commiseion may be, the ‘10 per cent,
clause’ will not be a factor, directly or
indirectly.” As I said before, it was a
condition of the original contract that
was swamped and buried by the growth
of the company’s earnings and it could
not be pleaded now even if the com-
pany desired to do so.”
