DR. MAHOOD WILL HAVE SUPPORT
OF BOARD OF HEALTH IN FIGHT
FOR CLEAN DAIRIES — MIS6 Mc-
PHEDRAN, PRESIDENT, PROVIN-
CIAL NURSES; TAKES UP MATTER
OF PURE MILK FOR BABIES

A pure milk campaign will be in-
augurated by Ald. Tregillus, who was
recently appointed to the board of
healt, and Dr. Mahood. ,city- medical
health officer, will go a step farther
than the cleaning up of dairies, by
recommending the establishment of a
modified milk station ,where pure milk
for babies will be supplied at reason-
able cost.

Miss - McPhedran, president of the
Alberta Provincial Nurses’ association
has already interestéd herself in* the
latter Institution and is securing all
available data from eastern. cities on
the subject of pure milk station.

The campaign will be promoted by
a forum lecture, illustrated, if possible,
with pictures of local dairies recently
condemned, and of ‘model dairies, and
later a motion picture film will be
put on at a local amusement theater
dealing with the subject. After that
lectures will be arranged in the vari-
ous schools,

The action of Sanitary  Inspector
Dunn in closing up-the dairies of Gra-
ham and Hansen this week has re-
vealed a condition' of affairs which
emphasizes the immediate necessity of
a pure milk station. It seems that
have been feeding
their children milk -from unimagin-
ably filthy sources,

The premiiges of Mrs. Graham, who

. sunplies the, Co-operative Dairy. it

a portion of the milk sold by that
concern, were found strewn with six :
dead carcasses, which had. evidently :
lain in the vicinity of the stables all
winter. The hvell from -‘which the !
cattle were watered and the water @
procured for the washing of utensiis
was soaked with seepage from tonms
of manure piled .around it fomr the
past four yeavs. Hansen's dairy, from
which miik  is peddled- privately was
even worse. The kitchen dairy, chick-
en house and stable were all under
one roof and the filth was indescrib-
able.

Shepherd’s Pallisen’s, Anderson's,
Jansen’s and Smale’s which have also
been visited, were found to be fair,
but by no means ideal.

“I expect to find.even worse than
the two we closed up before we have
finished,” said Sanitary Inspector
Dunn. : 5

Miss McPhedran’s idea in estab-
lshing a milk station for baby food,
under city. control, is. to secure milk
from surroundings which are assured-
ly - sanitary; from <cows  which are
proven by test to be free of tuber-
culosis and to pasteurize and modify
this product to secure a uniform
standard quality of milk. The station
will be open to every mother in the
city, and where poverty prevails, the
milk will be furnished practieally free.

Later nurses will be sent to the
homes where necessary to give in-
structions in the care and feeding of
babies. At a recent meeting of the
health committes of the local council
of women, Miss McPhedran outlined
the seheme and was assured of the
hearty support of the committee .
should the assistance of the women .
of the city be required to carry out

the sghgme.
