An immense cavern, the use of which 
is problematical has been discovered in 
the north wall of Old Fort St. Phillip. 
Some of the members of the heavy bat­
tery detected a chink in the wall which 
is nearly twenty feet thick and twenty- 
live feet high, and by inserting a pick 
pried out one of the large stones. Capt. 
Geary was sent for and under his direc­
tion a large opening was made in the 
wall. It revealed an L shaped chamber 
with a depth of twelve feet, a height of 
fifteen feet, and a greatest width of ten 
feet. In the damp ground was found 
fragments of human bones and the 
plorers were forced to the horrible 
elusion that some unfortunate prisoners 
were walled up and left to die. In the 
rear walls was a niche used for a light 
and there were still traces of the black­
ening from the flame. A meat tin of 
modem make was the only thing besides 
the bones that was found in the cavern. 
None of the Spanish prisoners and 
of the insurgents could offer any 
planation as to the place. None of them 
had even heard of it and those who were 
permitted to enter examined it with 
feigned curiosity. The suggestion that 
it was barbarously made the living tomb 
of some unfortunate offender against the 
Spanish rule of murder seems tenable 
it is isolated from the other dungeons 
and distant from the regular burial 
ground. There is another uncanny place 
inside the stockade of Fort St. Phillip. 
It is the wall against which condemned 
prisoners stood to face their execution­
ers. It is dotted and furrowed with 
hundreds of bullets and stands as an 
uniuscribed tablet to a reign of blood. 
Volley after volley has been sent against 
it and countless were the poor victims 
who fell before it to die in their own 
blood . Near the wall stand a group of 
old brass mortars that were east over a 
century ago, and a long row of old 
smooth-bore rifles. Fort St. Phillip 
ers several acres of ground, and was 
built by designers who hoped to defy 
time and the elements. Its outer walls 
are all between fifteen ad twenty feet 
thick, and the structures within the en­
closure are all solidly built. There is a 
pretty garden in the interior court and 
it relieves the severity of the mountains 
of stone. It is Admiral Dewey’s favorite 
spot in' Cavite and he has asked the 
military authorities to preserve the gar­
den with its walks lined by rows of huge 
cannon balls, and to make no radical 
changes in the buildings.

none Comments of the Press Upon Alleged 
Alliance With Russia.

London, Aug. 13.—The morning papers 
express the growing indignation of the 
country at the position of affairs in 
China. The Daily Graphic says: “If 
this state of things continues the guns 
will go off themselves.”

The Shanghai correspondent of the 
Daily Mail, who proposes to divulge the 
terms of the long existing secret treaty 
between China and Russia, says: “It 
is nothing less than an offensive alli­
ance. Ci^ina undertakes to regard Rus­
sia as having a preponderating influence 
in all questions of commercial and in­
ternational politics, while Russia will 
support China against all ‘open doors’ 
demands. Russian finance will assist 
China in internal developments and Chi­
na grants Russia preferential rates in 
certain areas. Railways will be built in 
the joint interests of the two countries 
under Russia's practical control.

"Russia will assist China in devel­
oping her military and naval forces, and 
China will co-operate with Russia as an 
ally. The treaty has been signed. That 
it becomes operative at the present mo­
ment except to the Pekin-Hankow and 
Nin Chang contracts is significant.’

The mttnSger of the Hankow and 
Shanghai Bank in London, in the course 
of an interview yesterday said: “I be­
lieve the Pekin-Hankow line, owing to 
the natural obstacles and costliness will 
never be built, Russia merely wishing to 
keep England out.”

The French press comments generally 
upon the situation, and the newspapers 
in Berlin and Vienna do not hide their 
satisfaction at the discomfiture of Eng­
land.

AUGUSTIN GOING HOME.

Captain-General of t|ie Philippines 
Makes His Escape on a German 

Cruiser.

Hodgfeorig, Ang. 15.—Gen. THE CALL TO HiAugustin,
captain-general of the Philippines, ar­
rived by the Kaiserin Augusta. He re­
fuses to be interviewed and will say 
nothing except that he is going to Spain 
at the first opportunity. It is a signi­
ficant fact that while the fastest German 
cruiser brought Gen. Augustin, she 
brings only a small package of mail for 
the German consul. The consul is not in 
Canton and his mail matter remains 
opened. The precise facts are not 
known, but it is supposed that Gen. Aug­
ustin fled from the Philippines.

The Spanish consul here has not yet 
sent to Manila the news that the proto­
col has beerf signed and possibly the 
Spaniards at Manila will discredit the 
account to be brought them by the Brit­
ish steamer Australian as she was char­
tered by the Americans. The opinion 
here is that the Germans have arranged 
matters with Captain-General Augustin. 
The insurgents now at Hongkong are 
not satisfied with the terms of peace pro­
posed by the Americans.

His Honor The 
Writes an ExlCROP REPORTS.SIR CHARLES TUPPER.

Reiterates His Conclusion to Give Gov­
ernment Free Hand for Interna­

tional Affairs.

Cape Breton, Aug. 15.—Sir Charles 
Tapper addressed a meeting of Conser- 
servative electors here on Saturday. 
Speaking of the coming Quebec confer­
ence he said that although he had ar­
ranged for an active campaigning pro­
gramme for this summer he considered 
that the interests of the country requir­
ed a postponement, and as it has . been 
the aim of his party always to sink party 
advantage where the interests of the 
country was at stake he would not carry 
out the arrangements made. He refer­
red to the recent Spanish-American war 
and the resultant friendly relatisns be­
tween the Uqited States and Great Bri­
tain and her colonies and the consequent 
favorable opportunity for settling im­
portant questions between Canada and 
the country to the south. He compared 
this with the existing conditions on the 
occasion of a former conference at 
Washington. In this case the opposition 
would strengthen the hands of the gov­
ernment. He urged attention to the elec­
toral lists owing to the changed election 
law and urged every individual to take 
a deep interest jp the revision, seeing

He briefly compared the Liberal regime 
with Conservative rule and said: “I am 
unable to put my finger on one single 
act of the Liberal government that has 
benefited the country, except where they 
followed the steps and policy of the Con­
servative party.”

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Minnesota and Two Dakotas Show Im­
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Minneapolis, Aug. 15.—The Journal 
prints to-dày the annual crop estimate of 
spring wheat for Minnesota and the two 
Dakotas made by its commercial editor,
H. E. Jones. Mr. Jones has for several 
years made personal inspection of the 
trope in all three states and has been 
fortunate in approximating the quantity 
and quality of the yield very closely. 
He estimates the yield this year for the 
three states at 190,000,000 bushels, as 
against 130,000,000 bushels in 1897. This 
distributed as follows : Minnesota yield, 
880,000,000, acreage 5,500,000; North 
Dakota yield, 63,800,000, acreage, 4,- I 
700,000; South Dakota yield, 36,000,000, I 
acreage, 3,000,000; total yield, 189,800,- I 
000; acreage, 13,200,000. The average 
yield per acre shows less increase, how­
ever, than the total yield would indi­
