FARM NOTES. Horse Individuality.

One thing very curious and inter 
esting about a horse is its individual- 
ity. This is a characteristic common 
to all animals, undoubtedly, to a 
greater or less degree, but surpassing- 
ly so we think in the case of the horse. 
How this characteristic varies in 
horses is well-known by any one who 
has ever intelligently drawn a rein 
over a good roadster. The individu- 
ality of horses vary as much as that 
of men. Every one has a different 
mental as well as physical make-up. 
Some horses seem to possess sense, 
are quick to understand and obey the 
least sign, motion or word of their 
master; others are not inaptly termed 
"lunkheads," always awkward, lum- 
bering about, dimicult to teach, and 
never make anything in a horse-ologi- 
cal sense. It may be true that these 
traits in a horse are sometimes due to 
the habits of his driver or owner, and 
that the horse himself may not be so 
much to blame for his ignorance, but 
however much he is excused on this 
score, there is a surprising difference 
in these mental qualities of horses. 
Some men drive their horses for years 
and yet never realize anything, or 
that there is any more difference be- 
tween them than there is between so 
many barrels of saw-logs. Other men 
who handle horses a great deal, who 
buy and sell frequently, and who 
study much their different character- 
istics, will tell you how wonderful 
horses are, how much more they know 
than some men, how each one has to 
be driven and handled differently, and 
how much they will sometimes teach 
even their drivers.

Between a nervous, sensitive and 

owner how large a union of fellowship 
and sympathy exists. In the stable, 
on the road, if over-taken by an acci- 
dent, the cool, sensitive man is sure 
to have a quick sympathy for his 
horse. He trusts his master, as his 
master trusts him. If the master is 
quiet, the horse will be equally so, 
knowing everything is safe; if the 
man blusters, or becomes anxious, or 
exhibits fear, the horse knows it at 
once, and becomes restive likewise. 
Oh, that men only knew that horses 
know much more than they give them 
credit for, and that they would use 
them more humanely, as they should, 
than they do now. Horses are not 
brutes, they are noble, intelligent, 
sensible creatures, the most useful 
animal servant which divine goodness 
has given to man.

the contrast in the amount paid out. 
In the first instance you will be re- 
warded with satisfactory results; in 
the latter there will be disappoint- 
ment, loss of time and money, and a 
failure to realize when your orchard 
comes to bearing. The same results, 
comparatively, though not rapidly, 
manifest themselves with regard to 
the vine. Too close planting will 
sooner or later result disastrously. 
The proper distance for setting apple 
trees is from thirty to forty feet.

Keeping too much Stock.

,Too many farmers undertake to 
keep more stock over winter than 
they have made provision for. If the 
winter is unusually severe, or cold 
weather holds on till late in the spring, 
they find the supply of grain and bay 

to reduce the allowance of food, with 
the result that the animals lose flesh 
and it requises some little time on 
pasture to recover what has been lost. 
This means a loss of money, for the 
flesh lost has not been put on without 
expense and there is nothing to show 
for this, and there is a loss of time be- 
sides. The prudent man will retain 
only so much stock as he can provide 
liberally for all winter, thus insuring 
a steady growth. It will be found 
better economy to sell off some of the 
stock in the fall, even at a low price, 
and keep a smaller number in better 
condition. In the case of animals in- 
tended for the butcher, early maturity 
is important, and to secure this, con- 
stant and rapid growth is essential. 
Particularly important is it that the 
young stock should have an abundance 
during the first winter, for if kept on 
scanty, rations they become stunted, 
and not only is there a loss of time, 
but they never do so well afterwards, 
even when fed F y. The colts 
and calves are the most frequently 
neglected, seemingly under the im- 
pression that they do not require much 
food and will get along in some way 
without special care.

Sheep Breeding.

There is, as iq well known and often 
spoken of a great deal of carelessness 
in all lines of breeding. Still the 
number who have a more or less well 
defined object in breeding cattle or 
horses is large and growing larger. 
Such people know about what kind of 
an animal they want or think they do, 
and recognize the principle that like 
produces like. Hence they make, or 
endeavour to make, an intelligent se- 
lection of the sire at least. If they 
desire to create a draft horse by the 
use of common mares as breeders,“ 
they will seek for a full-blooded draft 
stallion. The principal defect in their 
method is more often discovered in 
the fact that they are not particular 
enough in investigating the pedigree 
of the horse. Their ideas, however, 
are correct enough. But when it 
comes to breeding sheep there is to 
often an utter disregard of the fact 
that like produces like. Our ewes 
may be defective in certain directions, 
but instead of selecting a ram that is 
strong just where our ewes are weak, 
it is to often the case that we select, 
the ram with no other idea at best 
than to get a thoroughbred. The only 
way to create a perfect flock, aside 
from a vigorous weeding out, is to 
closely study the defects of the indi- 
vidual animal, and seek to remedy 
them by the use of a ram that is free 
from such defects.

Sparrows in Australia.

A bill has been introduced into the 
Legislative Council to provide for the 
destruction of sparrows. It is pro- 
posed that the Board of Land and 
Works shall be required to suppress 
sparrows on unoccupied Crown lands, 
and that the work of suppressing and 
destroying these birds in municipal 
districts shall be entrusted to the local 
councils. Inspectors are to be ap- 
pointed by the councils with full 
power to enter upon private lands and 
search for the sparrows, and in the 
event of it being found that they are 
frequented by such birds the land- 
owner in each case may be required 
to take reasonable and diligent steps 
for their suppression. If he fails to do 
so he is to be liable to a fine of £5, and 
the inspector may enter land and 
destroy the sparrows at the owner's 
cost. The municipal councils them- 
selves are to be required to destroy 
these birds on the commons, and if 
the councils fail to carry out the act, 
the Minister may be authorized to do 
so at their risk. The municipalities 
are to be empowered to pay for the 
destruction of sparrows and sparrows' 
eggs, and a penalty not exceeding 
£20 is provided against any person 
who wilfully permits any sparrows to 
be set loose iu any part of Victoria.

It may be only a few years before 
the United States will be compelled 
by the force of circumstances to seek 
for new customers in the markets of 
the world. For wheat, cotton, and 
meat England is now their best cus- 
tomers. It has been shown that for 
the English trade in wheat, India, 
Russia and Canada are competitors, 
while in cotton Egypt is beginning 
to be a formidable rival. In 1887, the 
Argentine Republic had 100,000,000 
sheep and 38,000,000 cattle, and it was 
stated that only a beginning had been 
made in the way of stocking the coun- 
try. The River Plate Frozen Meat 
Company ships weekly 7,000 carcasses 
of beef, refrigerated, to Europe, and 
as soon as the new harbor works at 
Buenos Ayers are completed, so that 
vessels can load directly at the meat• 
factories, the cost of handling and 
freight will be so reduced that we 
may expect to see most of the cheap 
meat sold in European cities furnish- 
ed by South America.

Fruit growing pays in combination 
with general farming. Fruit brings 
money easier and the pleasure of its 
culture is much greater. Good fruit 
is always saleable and yields profit in 
greater or less degree.. As to varie- 
ties, grow what the public demands. 
You cannot form and control the pub. 

Gluts sometimes occur, and 
we must expect them and bear the 
consequences, but on the whole there 
is money in fruit growing.

Successful Agriculture,

County Court House Square, An English agriculturist well up in 
applied scientific methods of farm cui- 
ture, gives a good practical definition 
of the methods of successful agricul- 
ture, and it has so much good common 
sense that it is worth reproducing, as 
it is applicable here and everywhere. 
He said:—

" Scientific agriculture was organ- 
ized systematic knowledge applied to 
these practices and customs which 
were the outcome of ordinary every 
day experience, commonly known as 
rules of thumb. The art of agricul- 
ture arose from the necessity of caring 
for the soil; and the modern science 
of agriculture taught the reasons of 
the various customs and devices em- 
ployed by farmers in all times, and in 
nearly all places. Scientific agricul- 
ture might be synonymous with the 
best systems of practical farming, or 
it might mean that agricultural prac- 
tices should be alter and based upon 
the theories of writers and professors, 
who sometimes attributed stupidity to 
farmers, and desired to adopt foreign 
methods and novelties. Honest money- 
making farming was the scientific 
agriculture of the day, and not 
theories. Scientific agriculture simply 
lifted thumb rules out of indefinite 
haziness and turned them into clearly 
definite principals, which could be 
submitted to the most searching in- 
vestigations. . The present knowledge 
of agriculture was due to nothing 
more than the experience of those 
who had gone before, together with 
the experience of scientific men, but 
he feared that economic theories were 
by a good many people considered the 
only solution of the agricultural pro- 
blems. Referring to the teaching of 
agricultural science, he was of opinion 
that teachers should be itinerant, in 
order that they might come in con- 
tact with the farmers in the different 
districts, and to prevent them becom- 
ing the mere mouthpieces of text-book 
makers."

The itinerant feature here hinted at 
is a new phase of instruction by far- 
mers' institutes, coming so much into 
favor in the United States.

by electricity. The same instant the 
current opens a camera, which photo- 
graphs the horse and the clocks face.

The chill can be taken off from the 
water used for drinking with profit. 
We do not believe in hot water for 
fowls, but there is every reason to be- 
lieve that slightly beneficial. If it is 
not warmed artificially the fowl has 
to warm it before it is taken into the 
system and that means a waste of 
carbon from the food that can just as 
well be saved and turned to more pro- 
fitable use.

While the fields are bare of snow, 
sheep prefer to grub the sere fields to 
being fed at the barn, and will take 
to the fields and remain there i not 
driven up. Every farmer ought to 
have some sheep, but unless he can 
give them good attention he is better 
without them. And at this season 
they need special care, so that they 
are kept healthy and started in win- 
ter in good condition.

Pigs should never be raised in a 
small, close pen—they may be started 
there in the spring and finished off 
during the last six weeks of their life 
in comfortable pens, but the summer 
months should be spent in the open 
fields, among the clover and the 
grasses. The aim should be to make 
the pig grow rapidly, but he should 
not be made what is called fat until 
near the close of his life.

A Pennsylvania correspondent 
writes to the Country Gentleman that 
his winter grain ration for milch 
cows is of one half wheat or buck- 
wheat bran,: d the other half meal, 
made by grinding corn, rye and cats 
together in equal parts, and give each 
cow about four quarts of the mixture 
both morning and night, fed dry. 
For succulent food he feeds pump- 
kins, storing twenty or thirty loads 
in his barn basement.

CHEAP CLOTHING.

In discussing the evils of two close 
planting of trees in orchards the 
American Agriculturist, in a recent 
issue, says:—

A promising orchard of three hun- 
dred trees, the property of a neighbor 
of mine, just beginning to bear, and 
on which the owner realised $9 00 last 
season, was sacrificed to a close-plant 
ing policy. The trees, which one 
year ago showed evidence of health 
and vigor, have assumed a sickly ap- 
pearance. Cutting out every alter- 
nate tree, with a liberal dressing of 
fertilizers, will save the orchard, if 
the owner has the intelligence and 
nerve to do it at once. But what a 
loss to the soil, this production of one 
hundred and fifty trees which can only 
be " out down and cast into the fire I" 
And " the survival of the fittest " will 
be set back two years, at least, by this 
plan of planting and then thinning an 
orchard.

The apple tree demands a rich, 
moist soil. If those conditions are 
furnished, it assumes large propor- 
tions and gives immense yields. Why 
then, dwarf, starve and mutilate? Is 
it not better to have five thrifty trees 
producing twenty bushels of healthy, 
fine fruit, than twenty trees with 
forty bushels of wormy, knotty, gnar- 
ly specimens, fit only for pigs? In 
the latter instance the soil is taxed to 
produce the wood of twenty trees in- 
stead of five.
