Weiglied and Found Wanting,

Mr. Awrey in support of his ‘motion re-
viewed the Province’s progress in .masters
agricultural during the vust years, all of
which he attributed to thie inflnence of the
Provineial Exhibition, When' the frst  exhi-
bition was held in 1846 there was very little
pure-bred stock in Ontario .and  very little
interest taken in farm work excepting in the
growth of cereais. Exbibitions then excited
no small degree of intersst and their. exhibits
no small amount of admiration’and  ayriosity.
At an exhibition held in Kingston & proof of
the scarcity of good stock at that time was
furnisbed. The journals gave a. laogthy ac-
count of a Clydesdale stallion, and a threshing
machine-was looked upon as a- -marvellous
igvention. In 1851 $24,644 was voted for |
the purpose 'of encouragivg  ugriculture.
From 1854 to 1861 there was a marked in-
crease, both in the number . of entries and of
prizes distributed, in -the . provincisl - exhibi-
tions. From 1861 to 1870 the interest in agri-
culture spread with -extreme rapidity. From
1870 to 1850 there had beaii an intrease ‘in live
stock. There were in this year no less ¢than
1,701,167 head of cattle in the . provinece, . and
3560 lhe'rdyo( iwhat were called. . thoroughbred.
cattle, w - : e ¢

So far he had given the-credis: to he. pro-
vincial - exhibition, ‘but of late its influgnce
had seemed to be on the decrease, ~Now this
work was done more effectually. hy the exten-
sive local exhilution of the large Canadian
cities.  For, purely agricaltural * purposes |
Toronto had paid - an' average 'in  tho
years 188i-5-6 of $1G,000 'jiér " mnfumn,
and in 1887-8 §20,000 per aunwm was' exnend-
ed. So it was with the otber cities.bf Ontario
Mr, Awrey gave some figures. to..show that
the Provincial Exhibitién had been-a financial
tailure.

For instance in 1887 thaf were
$12,111 paid in prizes and 85478 .egpenses
exclusive of the expenses of the secretary aud
treasurer. v v sl

The diminished attendance of the Provin-
cial Exhibitions was a furthér ‘proot that its
uséfulness was gone, Some of the cities of
Ountario were not over-anxious to have the
Provineial Exhibition with them, ‘and so this
show which should be asked for by every city
was compelled to travel like. a_caravan from
town to town. We bad now advanced a0 far
ia agricultural interests as.to- ne +longer
require this educational influence. The press
and the people were a unit, on this guestion,all
of which went to show that. the .usual grant
should not be @iven to the - Provineial Exti.
bition. In short 1t should be given s decent
burial.

WHERE CRIMINALS ARE MADE,

Provincial County Jalls Pronounced Hot-
beds of Vice and Inumorality.

At the meeting of the Ontario Jailers’ Associ-
tion at the Rossin House, Toronto, the condi-
tion of the county jails was fully discussed, and
statements were made which will be a revela-
tion to many philanthropists. It was proposed
that the Government should assume complete
control of all jails, appoint all jailers and sub-
ordinates, 8o as to secure better control and dis-
cipline among the prisoners. The present sys-
tem of dual control was a serious drawback to
any successful plan for dealing with ' prisoners,
‘I'he present coudition of Ontario jails digciosed
a state of affuirs unparalleled in any civilized
country under the sun. Jailers recorded how
raving maniacs had Lo be kept amoung criminals;
young giris in for trivinl offences confined in
corridors with confirmed thieves and prosti-
tutes ; young lads detained for some boyish
frenk compelled Lo ussociate with the confirm-
ed rascnldom of a country. When the discus-
sion closed, several juilers detailed the horribly
insanitary state of their jails, which had caus.
ed disease and death. 1t was decided to put
the whole matter in the form of a memorial to
the Provincial Goverament.
