The loss on the
other side was 770 making it the
most sanguinary battle/ of the war. The
Americans threw thoi{ age into  the
Niagara and retreated rapidly to Fort Erie,
where they entrenched themselves, being
finally driven out, though the British lost
many lives in doing it. ¢
