The Jury Unanimous in Findiog Him
Guilty After 35 Minutes’ Deliberation—
The Prisoner Turns Deadly Pale on
Hearing the Verdict But Leaves the
Dock With a Firm Step.

p ESTERDAY at L'Orig-
nal the last act but one
was played in the most
flendish tragedy of real

("% graced this continent.
3 The evidence was purely
circumstantial, but link fitted into link with
such nicety that the chain welded around
accused was one which the hot shot of logic
projected by the well-balanced legal artillery
retained by the accused could not weaken,
_\nd when the smoke of battle had been dis-
pelled the decree had gone forth that the
stain of bloody murder which had been
written across the escutcheon of thé fair
county of Russell was to be wiped out by
the death of the murderer on the scaffold.

The prisoner Larocque maintained the
same cool demeanor throughout the trial as
he has shown since his arrest, and the callous
indifference heé manifested as the whbole
horrible details of the murder of the unfor-
tunate McGonigle babes to hide the greater
crime showed the mature of the man. In
sentencing the accused the jndge truthfully
remarked that the crime was one of the
most borrible that ever disgraced this con-
tinent, and said that he thoroughly agreed
with the finding of the jury.

The Punishment Hardly Fits the Crime.

L’ORIGNAL, Ont., April 29.—The awful
murder of the little McGonigle girls at Cum-
berland on Oct. 7 last will be avenzed. Nar-
cisse Larocque was to-day found guilty and
will be hanged Thursday, June 4, at this
place. The prisoner’s lawyers, Messrs. Me-
Crimmeon and Constantine, made a brilliant
defence considering the material they had to
work on, but‘the crown cass was so strong
that the jury only remained out 35 minutes.-
The verdict was unanimous. The judge's
sentance was extremely solemn . and his cen-
sure of the crime terribly severe.

In addressing prisoner, before passing
sentence, His Lordship said: “Perbaps
in . the . annals of crime in this
country mno  more diabolical offence has

. been committed than that which you
bave perpetrated and of which the jury
have very properly, I think, convicted you.

The circumstances all poiuted toyou as being

the guilty party: You were last seen in the

company of these two little girls, who were
unable to protect; themselves, and you being
" & friend of the family your duty ought to
have béen to have protected them against
the band of anyone, Instead of that, as the
_evidenice must satisfy everyone, you first, in
order to satisfy vour lustful passion, -out-
raged them both and then you committed
this offence for the purpose of covering up
; the guilt of the first crime.”

Prisoner after the verdict was announced,
turned deadly pale, his lips quivered aund it
was thought wou! break dowa
but near the close of the sentence.he braced
up and finally Jeft the court room with & firm
step though with a bowed head.

The Evidence that Convicted.
The evidence was purely circumstantial,
+ James McGonigle, the fefher of the mur-
' dered children, —a laborer, testified to their

ages, namely, that of Mary about 14 years
and that of Eliza i about 12. They were at
school at Cumberjand on Oct. 7 last; they
did not, come home that nizbt; the next
night, Wednesday, Oct. 8, about 10 o’clock.
the twogirls were found dead by him and
some others ina bush just out of a lane,
which the children traversed on their way to
and from the village.

Geoi'fe Brown, the school teacher, and
Cozy cbollum, a little girl who was a
schoolmate nf the murdered girls, testified
to the latter having been at school on Oct. 7
.and baving left it for home about 4 o'clock.

Margaret Cochrane deposed that she saw
the prisoner running towards the lane on the
afternoon of the murder, as did also her son.

William Gamble testified that he had met
and spoken to the prisoner, who was follow-
ing the girls towards the bush on the after-
poon in question. Prisoner was walkingat a
brisk pace.

Benjamin Bernard gave the most incrim-
lnntinf testimony. Heswore positively that
while in a field getting his cows be saw pri-
soner walking with the two girls in the lane
leading up to the bush. One girl was walk-
ing alongside him, while the other was walk-
ing just behind.

The évidence of Robert Dalrymple corrob-
orated that of the two preceding witnesses as
to the time at which they returned from the
field. He also heard screaming at intervals
of 15 minutes from the direction of the woods,

Considerable evidence was given as to the
tracks made by the murderer, which exactly
gorresponded in‘size with. those made by
boots belonging to the prisoner. It was also
shown that trees on the route prisoner ad-
mitted he took in going to his brother’s house
were covered with blood marks, as if a
‘bloody hand had been wiped thereon.

Edward Laroeque, a cousin of the prisoner,
swore that prisoner arrived at his house at 6
o'clock on the evening of the murder and
remaived all night.

Ghastly Relics in Evidence,

The medical testimony was very conclus-
ive. Drs, Marks, Janson and Ferguson, who
made the post mortem, testified that there
was every evidence that the children bad
been horribly outraged. The immediate
cause of death was strangulation, the finger-
marks of the assassin being plainly discern-
ible on the neck, while the windpips bore

. evidenece of great pressure. There were also
numerous marks on the hands showing that
fingermarks had dug into them. Dr, Marks
produced in court the hands and other in-
jured parts of the children preserved in
spirits, together with photographs of the

s and impressions of the fingers of the
ner and the jury compared them. A

shudder of horror ran through the audience
during the course of the evidence of Coroner
Marks. The younger girl had evidently been
the first victim of the fiendish monster, as
tbe marks of violence in her case were the
most pronounced, and in strangling the child
the murderer had used such force that he
had brzken a bone in the throat.

There was no evidence for the "defenca,
Prisoner’s counsel did not think it advisable
to call witnesses as to character, and the at-

tempt to show that other girls had previous-
1y been chased in the same woods was aban-’

doned,

Mills took the letter very much to heart
and wept a good deal. Later in the day,
however, he seemed to have recovered . his
usual spirits and went tc bed _with a fairly
good load of whisky in him. He awoke the
rootgle in the house with his groans about 2

n the morning. Doctors were sent for, but
they could do nothing, and be died at5
vestérday morning, The autopsy failed to
indicate any poisonous presencs, and it was
the more fully to aseertain the cause of
death that Coroner Johnson last night em-
panelled a jury in No. 3 Police Station. The
medical testimony was uncertain as to the
cause of death, and an adjournment was
made uatil to-morrow evening for further
evidence. b

1t was found in the stable, near the house,
on the tov of a keg of nails, several nails
having been placed upon it to keep it from
blowing away:

You need not look for me, for you will not find
me; so good bye. I1don't blame auy of you, and
may God be with you and gnide you in all your
ways. God be merciful to me.

SENSATIONAL .SCENES IN THE

Young -Girls are Alleged to Have Been
Taken From Their Former Owners
Under the Pretext of Rescuning Them
From Slavery and Distributed Among
Italian Officers in Africa.

Rome, April 29.—Sig. Imbriani in the
Chamber of Deputies to-day, speaking ou
the African question, charged the Italian
Government with permitting the slave trade
to be carried on openly. Imbriani also as-
serted that 35 young girls who had been
taken from their former owners under tbe
the pretext of rescuing them from slavery
bad been distributed ‘among a number of
Ttalian officers serving with the Italian army
in Africa. %

The Marquis di Rudini, replying for the
Government, protested agaidst such accusa-
tions being made *withont absolute proof
of their truth being first obtained.

Amidst cries of “It's a lie,” ‘‘Withdraw,”
the Minister of War declared he would not
remain in the House unless the cliarge was
withdrawn. A prolonged uproar, during
which several violent scenes were witnessed,
followed the announcement of the determina<
tion of the Minister of War. The
of the Chamber was utterly unable to con-
trol excited deputies and conmsequently he
was compalled to suspend the sitting.

A Woman Pays a Lover to Strm.:’lo Her
and He Does So. i

Bupa PmsTH, April 20.—A farm hand by
name of Maresin Gilezan has been arrested
for killing a rich female, the keeper of a
well-known inn at the village of Detta, near
here, and by name of Josephd Kirsch. The
woman was found dead in her bed yesterday
morning, and the oniy evidence of violence
which might have led to her death were blue
marks about her throat indicative of stran-
gulation. Gilezan finally confessed that he
had ‘killed the Woman, but claimed that he
had to do so in accordance with her positive
instructions, and produced the following let
ter which has been ideantified by those fami-
liar with Mrs. Kirsch’s handwriting, as hav-
ing been written by that woman:

“As 1 have told you before upon several oc-
casions, my life is no longer bearable and I have
decided that the only rest for me will come by
taking my life. 4

“] have decided to ask you to kill me, and if
you do it you may have two florins and a quart
of whisky, both of these I have provided. I pre-
sume you will require something to give you
ﬁouruge to do this deed, and for that reason I

ave got the quart of whisky. and I will give it to
you just as soon as you say that you will kill me,
and the two florins will be where you' can get
them as soon as you satisfy yourself that I am

dead.
“At 7 o'clock this evening I shall be entirely
and will await you

finished with my day’s worl
in my room. I want you to tie my hands and feet
together securely. hen I want you to clasp
your hands around my throat for five minutes,
which will be sufficient time to kill me; then
sprinkle my body with holy water and tako the
two florins which you will find in the pocket of
my dress.”

St. PETERSBURG, April 20.—A decree has
been ’mued ordering the enforcemeab in St.
Petersburg of the same measures against the
Jews as were recently decread against the
Hebrews of Moscow. The decree assigns
certain places where Jews will be permitted
to reside in St. Petersburg.

She says the Manipur disaster was
entirely due to the rashness of Quinton in
refusing to listen to sensible advice which
wus given him in regard to the negotiations
being conducted with the native chiefs con-
cerning the deposition of the maharajah.

Was He the Ripper?

Loxpon, April 29.—It is reported that
Jack the Ripper has been identified as being
the unknown man who committed suicide at
Wimbledon some three weeks ago by shoot-
ing himself with a revolver. Oaneof the
marks of identification was the fact that in
the pockets paper was found identical with
that on which *‘Ripper” warnings have been
written.

THE DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

WHAT THE SPEECH FROM THE
THRONE WILL REFER TO.

The Reciprocity Negotiations, the Har-
vest, the Atlantic Uattle Trade and
Other Subjects to be Alluded to —
Northwest Legislation—Mr. Peter White
Elected Speaker of the House.

Orrawa, April 29, — The proceedings
in the House and Senate 'to-day were
of the wusaal personal character and
not characterized by auny special feature
except the swearing in of Sir John and his
son together, this being, so far as the writ-
er is aware, the first time such an evefit has
occurred in Canada. Sharp on midday  the

peared in the Chamber and the swearing in

of bers was cx d, the jfirst three
to take the oath being Robillard, Dr. Lander-
kin and McMallen, who signed the roll of the
new House in the order named. The junior
member for Ottawa was therefore the first

o'clock nearly the whole of the members
had taken the prescrined oath and inscribed
their names in the roll. Theé appearance of Sir
John and his son was the signal for an out-
burst of applause, which was renewed when
they took the oath together. At 3 o’clock
the three mystic raps of Blagk Rod were
heard on the door, aud he entered and de-
livered his formal summons to the Commons
to attend in the Senate. Bir William
Ritchie, Deputy-Governor, was present, and
the %rofouud announcement was made that
His Excellency would not disclose the reason
of his summoning Parliament until the
Commons elected a Speaker.

The Commoners then retired to their own
chamber and Bir John Macdonald, address-
ing the Clerk, moved, seconded by Sir Hec-
tor Langevin, that Petér White, member for
North Renfrew, do take the chair as Speaker
of the House, He'remarked that to the old
members of the House it was unnecessary for
him to say anything about Mr, White, who,
he was sure, would impart difnitv to the im-

nt position he was to flll. He had been
or 14 or 15 years in the House, and from his
first entrance haa always shown ability and
assiduity in the discharge of his duties. No
matter on which side of the House he had
been, whether on the right of the Speaker or
the left, he had always comported himself in
a manner which justified the wisdom of those
who sent himi to the Houss. He thought that
Mr. White would prove perfectly acceptable
to both sides of the House.

Mr. Laurier twitted the Government on
having suffered a redaction in ' its ranks in
the elections, and also on the fact that they
did not proj to follow the British prece-
dent of re-slecting the old Speaker. In a
foodmamred sort of way he touched on the
oyalty cry and said that Conservative
lo{yalby ahines brighmt at election times, but
after the election it was put under a bushel.
He had thought that Mr. Wood of Brock-
ville, who had made an excellent dzputy-
speaker, would have been the choice
of the Government, but he 'had mno
special fault to find with Mr. White.
He complimented that geatleman on the
gomsslon of sound judgment although he

ad supported the National Poliey, an felt
sure that on assuming the position of Spealk-
er he would leave party feeling behind him,
gmd act fairly and justly to both siges of the
ouse.

Mr., White was then declared elected
unanimously and conducted to the Speaker’s
chair by Sir John Macdonald and Sir Hector
Lan; :cf , where he made th3 ecustomary
shorge dress declaring his intention to main-
tain the honor and dlf:ﬁﬁy of the House and

The Speech from the Throne. * -

It is not expected that the Speech from the
Throne to-morrow will likely be very long
or contain any intimation of any extraordin-
ary legislation, in view of the season of the
year at which the House meets. 4

Tt may be expected that the usual allusion
to the harvest of last year will be varied by
some reference to the advanced condition of
the crops for the early periodof the season
and  hopeful anticipafions that under such
auspicious cirea the industry of the
people will be rewarded by good returns for
their labor.

The recent negotiations with a view to the
enlargement of our trade relations with the
United States will no doubt be alluded to
and reference made to the fact that Oct. 12
has been fixed as the date for- the considera-
tion of a number of questions of  great inter-
est to both countries. :

As closely connected with this question it
is but reasonable to suppose that His Excel-
lency will intimate that Parliament will be
asked to continue for the present season the
modus vivendi provided for by the twreaty of
1888, which the United States Senate failed
to ratify. pi

The attack of Mr, Plimsoll on the Atlantic
cattle trade and the charge of the improper
treatment of cattle in transit will doubtless
cause a reference to the fact that the inves-
tigation held by the Dominion Government
showed that the charge of cruelty was un-
founded, and the statoment that the report
on the investigation will be laid before Par-
liament and a measure submitted for the pur-
posa of avoiding all reasonable appreheusion
of abuse in future and to protect the in-
terests of this imporant branch of com-
merce. ‘

It will be remembered that the new Im-
perial statute - relating to vice-admiralty
courts throughout the empire will shortly
come into force, and it may therefore be ex-
pected that a measure will be promised pro-
viding for the nacessary revision of the laws
in Canada respecting our courts of marine
jurisdiction and recognizing those tribunals.

Last winter the Minister of J.usiive
addressed a circular to judges nsiuig for
suggestions as to changes in ¢ e criniiallaw,
including the question of the abolition of
grand juries,which some em.icat jus shad
declared themselves in favor of. 1tis most
probable, therefor:, vuat there will be some
intimation of sa.w.s.i0n of a measure codi-
fying the crimioal law, 1o order that that
branch of our jurisprudence may be simpli-
fisd and improved. It will be remembered
that an act was introduced at the last session
of parliament with reference to the transfer-
ence to the different provinces in the interest
of the Dominion Government foreshores and
with reference to obstruction in navigable
waters. The act only reached its second
reading, but it will be pretty certain to be
re-introduced this session.

There has rarely been a session of Parlia-
ment in receat years in which it has not
bee%f.'ound necessary in view of the growth
and ‘development: of our Northwest Territor-
ies to introduce some legislation with respect
to that large and important section of the
Dominion, and as several questions” of im-

rtaucs have been attracting attention in

hat section, it is but reasonable t®- antici-
fmm that the speech wiil intimate that Par-
iament will be asked to consider amend-
ments to the acts relating to the Northwest
Territories.

It is also probable that the speech will in-
dicate that amendments will be proposed to
one or two other acts, and no doubt there
will be a reference to the satisfactory coadi~
tion of tne revenue, as evidenced by the sur-
plus last year, and the estimates will be
promised at any early period of the session.

If the above proves to be a correct antici-
pation of the business to be submitted to
parliament, it will be seen that wiile not in-
dicating any measures of a radical or a
startling nature calculated to provoke a long
and acrimonious session, there will still be
a sufficiency of useful leglslation proposed.
