Casualties 253 in One Week
London, Dec. 3.—The official officers* 

casualty list for the week ended Novem­
ber 30 was made public to-day. It shows 
that in these seven days the British forces 
on the continent lost 79 officers killed, 
and 141 wounded, and that 33 were re­
ported missing. This gives a total of 
253 for the week.

Added to the previous totals, the last 
report shows that since the outbreak of 
hostilities Great Britain has had 966 
officers killed and 1,918 wounded, while 
582 have been reported missing. 
total ot casualties of officers up to datel i- 
therefore 3,466 men.
