Tho color of the water in the broader 

parts of the channel, was, in sunshine, of 
a delightful blue ; but, under a cloudy sky, 
of a steely gray, and in the narrower pas­
sages, where the bosom of the deep lay 
placid and undisturbed by any breeze, the 
water took a nearly black hue, in which 
the yellow and brown rocks with their bits 
of emerald were reflected with a quaint and 
ghostly effect. It seemed evident there 
mast be some mountains beyond these peaks 
which stood out so darkly against the sky, 
for there were no end of mountain streams 
and torrents failing in eases das of a milky 
w'hite, reaching the sea l>elow in one leap 
from the dizzy7 black rock heights. At 
times so close did we pass to the cliffs that 
we fancied we could hear the foaming cas­
cades rushing down the rocks.

As there is said to be no current in the 
channel, and what winds there are blow 
from the North or from the South, this 
ought to be a fine place for a yatching trip, 
excepting the occasional gusts of wind that 
sweep down the mountain sides or break 
forth from the narrow cuttings that lead out 
between the islands to the ocean. . The 
Indians, which are quite numerous in the 
habitable parts of the channel, would be 
dangerous neighbours unless intimidated by 
a sufficiently* well armed crew7. A few7 
years ago a band of some three hundred 
Indians swarmed down on a passenger 
steamer of the Kosmos Line, anchored in 
the channel, ami the captain to save his ship 
and the lives of his passengers and crew 
had to slip his cable and steam away, the 
angry cries of the baffled and enraged 
Indians showing how cruel would have been 
their fate had the ship’s crew been found 
napping.

As fish and water fowl are found in great 
abundance in the wilds of the numerous ar­
chipelagoes of the channel, it must be for a 
long time to come, a favorite haunt for the 
“ Canoe Indians ” who by the way, are not 
always of such a low type as the Fuegian, 
as lady Brasscy in her voyage of the sun­
beam seemed to think ; for we passed very 
close to many paddling along in their 
canoes. The straits Indians are called 
“Canoe Indians/’ to distinguish them from 
the “ Horse Indiana” or natives of the in-

Those we saw shouted * t/eilata* y tabaco,’ 
biscuits and tabacco, with a wainiug but 
not uumelodious tone of voice. At the 
risk of capsizing their primitive craft, they 
stood up and frantically waved about their 
heads their only garment, a piece of guauaco 
skin. They seemed to belong to a vigorous 
hardy race of men and were exceedingly 
proud of their rich, shaggy, black hair.
At one turning where we were obliged to 
steam very slowly wre took a boat in tow, 
the Indiana clambering up on deck, offer­
ing for sale some products of their own 
peculiar civilization and industry. They 
had tine jars, with graceful handles, re­
sembling amphoras, and even though made 
of reeds, they were water-tight, exceeding­
ly pliable aud very artistic in shape, color 
and material. Their baskets, too, were 
beautiful specimens of skilful workman­
ship. Bnt there were other bits of work 
much more interesting, such as necklaces 
and bracelets of small mother-of-pearl, 
varying in color from the lighter hues to 
deep crimson and purple, with a metallic 
green lustre. Their bows were rather 
primitive, but their arrow heads deserved 
much praise. They offered us canoe models 
but they were much bett r than the canoes 
in which the indLtm came to our vessel.
They had large collections of seal, otter, 
fox, and silver-lion skins.

One would he mistaken in supposing 
these children of nature to be without a 
certain varnish of civilization. They must 
certainly have given themselves the luxury 
of a civil register, for we found them using 
Christian and surnames, but much to the 
writer’s surprise, these were genuine Ger­
man names, adopted to humor the German 
sailors who as a rule are thc only ones to 
pass these straits. L was amusing to hear 
them speaking a few German w7ords, and we

Ipeculiar, hard prickly plant, with 
leaves and flowers, resembling in form

the anemone, and protected by sharp cut­
ting edges. Many bushes 
with small orange and scarlet flowers and 
some blue and white berries of a sweet 
taste resembling holly. Such a variety of 
color gave a holiday aspect to the scenery. 
The mountains were clothed in rich vegeta­
tion. Six or seven different varieties of 
trees were to l>e seen, none however more 
than 40 ieet in height. Some of these trees 
had little foliage bearing only small 
bunches of flowers. They were all covered 
densely with grey, green, blue, red and 
yellow lichens.

Close to our anchorage we found some 
Indian huts consisting of poles stuck into 

ground and tied together at the tops by 
leather thongs, ami these poles being per­
fectly bare suggested the idea that (hey 
must have been covered with skins. The 
floors of the huts were covered with the 
shell already mentioned to tho depth of 
two or three feet. Here were fishing rode, 
one of which had a sinew attached, and 
evidently the line was used for fishing.

Then web 
trunks aud 
brooks, through 
arriving, tired out, at a delightful spot, 
from whence we could see the Stlos lying 
at anchor in the harbour below, gleaming 
in the golden rays of the setting sun. Here 
we had our picnic. The tree trunks were 
piled around us to the depth of 8 or 10 feet, 
and over these in wild confusion grew all 
kinds of vines. Thc finest of the plants 
was the “cobine,” with scarcely any leaves, 
but a deep, cup-shaped flower, three inches 
in length, of a hard, thick, waxy texture, 
velvet

which against the dark green of the forest 
shone like gigantic rubies. The ferns grew 
in feathery branches, tough and feathery 
in spite of their delicate tracery, to the 
height of eight or ten feet.

In the deepening twilight we made our 
way down to the shore, reaching our ship 
at nine o’clock, our pockets laden with 
specimens of plants, stones, shells, &c. 
On the following morning the w*aitcr called 
us at three o’clock. We were nearing Eng­
lish Narrows, where it is the rule for all 
steamers to give the passengers safety 
belts, in case of an accident. Tne steamer 
has to pass within a few feet of a sunken 
rock and then .. ing round it, following a 
channel which lor miles is scarcely broader 
than the steamer itself. Here are the same 
grand cliffs, the same treacherous passages 
and gorges, sunken rocks and small islands. 
To mark these the Chilian government 
have very liberally placed bouys. In this 
passage the fog shut down on us thick and 
dark, and all wo could distinguish was 
occasionally the outlines of some islands we 
were passing or a grim-featured peak now 
and then.

We were tired of the oppressive cliffs, 
tired of the great rocks and dangerous nav­
igation, yet the grand scenery of Smythe’s 
Channel left vivid pictures in the memory 
of each passenger. On the third day after 
entering the Straits we 
high sea, through the 
Très Montes, where sometime afterward 
the unfortunate Gulf of Aden w7as lost.
