“beyond protective_tariffs and the
dumping of surplus goods to ac-
count for the rapid headway which |
the Teutonic manufacturers are
making in many parts of the world.
At the beginning of 1905 the Ger-
man State railways initiated a sys-
tem by which goods are convéyed
*from the factory to the consumer!
abroad at rates which “are very
considerably below those which the
" English manufacturer has to pay
in order to get his manufacturs |
shipped to the same place. The
advantages which the German
manufacturer derives from this
System have been materially ex-
tended this year; and the effect of |
the existing system is that the sea
traffic. is worked at the expense of
German State railways, which re-
ceive a merely nominal rate for
hundreds of miles of conveyance.
This is, of course, tantamount tc
an export bounty on exported
goods over and above the bounties |
