We had been given to understar.d thatit had been
the custom for the Greek priests to precede the
corpse on such occasions, to their church, and that
then they allowed the friends of the deceased to per.

wo should perform our accustomed services, At first
I declined, as 1 feared they might be unwilling to
dispense with some services, which if not wrong, are
at least superfluous. But as some of my Greek
friends assured me that their chant is not only not
objectionable, but perfectly proper, and as I per
ceived that my refusal might be construed intoa de-
claration of war, or contempt of the priesthood, I
consented, on condition that they should leave the
