folit in its preserving influenco against the
effect of the weather; the older and mere
weather-beaten the shingles, the more bene-
fit derived. Such shingles are generally more
or luss warped, rough and cracked. The ap-

plication of the wash, by wetting the upper
suriace, restores them to the orimnal or first !

form, thereby closing the spaces bLetween
the shingles, and the lime and sng, by fill-
g up the cracks and pores in the shingloit-
seli, prevents its warping for years, if not
forever.—Fireman's Journat
