Aewly Issued Stamps,

Prussia.—We present our readers this
month with an engraving of
the new Prussian 3 pfenninge
adhesive stamp. The design
is exactly the same as the
4 pfenninge green, and 6 pfen-
ninge red, which can ecasily be
seen by comparing the threc:
the color being a rich mauve

DExMARK.—The 2 s. envelope of this coun-
try has just appeared. The color is blue.

TurkEY.—A new set of Turkish stamps have
lately made their appearance. They are eleven
in number; and in design and tint are very
beautiful. They are all perforated, which adds

reatly to their convenience; and in this respect
giﬁ'er much from the previous issue, Their
values are, 10 paras, (green,) 20 paras, (yellow,)
1 piastre, (lilac,) 2 piastres, (blue,) 5 piastres,
(pink,) 25 piastres, {)rcd). The above are for
common use throughout the Qtioman Empire.
The remaining five are used in Constantinople
only; 20 paras, 1 piastre, 2, 5, and 25 piastres,
{brown).

Vicroria.—The two shilling stamp has heen
changed. It was formerly light green, on a
white ground; but is now durk blue, on a yel-
lowish green ground.

NEW GRENADA.—A new set of stamps for
New Cirenada has lately been issued. There
are <our of them : 5 centimes, (vellow,) 10 cen-

times, (violet,) 20 centimes, (blue,) and 50 cen-
times, tgreen .

« ProvipeENcE, R. T, Iive Cenrs.—This
stamp, although not a new issue, is new to a
great. many of our readers. We do not think
that there are more than six in the city, and.it
is for this reason that we put. it under the

heading of ** Newly-issued Stamps.” It was
issued by the Postmaster of Providence, R. 1., I
in 1846. It is ublong, and printed in black, on |
white Eapcr, with the words: Post Office,
Prov,, R. L, five cents.  We learn that theve
i3 a 10 cent stamyp, but not having scen it, we
cannot say anything about it at present.

v CANADA.— Buncroft's City  Erpress, a new
loeal for Montreal, has just made its debut. 1t
is neatly engraved, and presents a fine appear-
ance. The color is blue, value 5 cents, head in
an oval to the right.  On the left side are the
words, 43 Git. St. Jumes St., with Montreul on
the right ; valne in words at top and bottom ;
figure five in four corners; Bancroft's City x-
press on oval horder.  This stamp is perforated.
We have yet another local to describe before
leaving this province. Tt is the envelope stamp
of an extinet Express Company ; black impres-
sion on buff paper, with the words, ‘ Portland
Express, Winslow & Co., No. 3. Place d’armes,
Montreal.””  When we first saw this stamp we
thought it was a sort of an advertisement for
the Hzpress, something like that which mer-
chants huve printed on their envelopes, with
their address, &e¢. We then wrote on to Mon-
treal, and ascertained, from a very rcliable
! source, that the stamp in question was truly
genuine. This is all we can say at present con-
cerning this stamp. Any of our readers who
may know anytLing further about it, will confer
! a favor by communicating with us.

*New Brunswick has the honor of having produced
the rarest stamp in the Worid, viz. : tho ** Connell,™ as
it is universally called. Now this stamp is not an essay
in any sense of that much abused word, the circumstances
arosimply as follows: In the year186l, the Hon. Charles
Connelf: a_gentleman renowed aliko for his integrity,
zoniug and benvolence, was the Post Master General of
the obscure Province of New Brunswick., Svvn after
entering on his official duties, Mr. Connell rightly dis-
covered_that tho postage stamps of the Proyince wore
suscoptible of improvement, and to that end employed
the famous American Bank Note Company tv exccute a
set of stamps in licu of the unsightly labels hitherto
used. Mr. Connell furnished tho designs, the idea of
