the hearts of the farthful those var-
wous sentuments of love and gratituade,
of compassion for the sufferings of our
Lord, of sorrow and detestation for
sin, ctc., wiich every Chaistim ought
tg cherush an, this holy time.

The meck before Easter has  been
called by scveral names, ficom the
greoat mystenes and various ceremons
108 celebrated and performed an it lhe
Greeks and Latns anciently call it the
Great Week, Holy Week, sometins
the Panful Week—=+that s, the Weck
of Austerites; also, the Week of Sore
rows, the days of the Cross or of suf-
ferings. * We call 1t the Great Week,'
says St Chrysostom, “not that it con-
sists of a greater number of daysj or
that the daystn it are longer 3 but on
account of the gres. tinngs winch God
hag wrought 11t ; for on these days
was the tyranay of the devil over-
thrown, death disarmed, sin and 18
curse taken away, heaven opened and
made accessible,und men made fellows
with the angels”

ta us the sdonee of the npostles, aut
daring to ruw their voices to defend
theinn Master,  Contrary to the usual
practice of feast days, the kiss of
patee 1s not given efore the commu.
non. Uy the suppression of tlus
touchang symbol of fricndship the
Church has intonded to rebuke the
parfidious treason  consummated on
the eveming of. this day.

Blessing of the Holy Oils.—In this
cansueration everything 1s full of mys-
tary—the day, the moment, the cere-
monwes.  The day, Holy Thursday,
feast of the cucharist, secemed marvel-
fously suitable to the consccration of
the maltter of the sacraments, which
all, in some sort, beafr upon that of
our altafs. It is after the communion
that the oil of catechumens and the
holy chrism alre consccrated, because
the two saoraments of whioh they are
especsally the matter were instituted
after the resurrection, and the cere-
monivs whicn follow the communion
symbolize that part of the life off Our
Saviour.

GOOD FRIDAY.

The aftar, stripped ©f its ornaments,
the slence of the bells, the vestments
of mourning in the samotuary, the sad-
ness upon each face, say to us that
this day is the anmiversary off agreat
wlifrow. )

The morning office is divided into
four parts—the Lessons, the Prayers,
the Adoration of the Cross, and the
Mass of the Presanctified.

The Lesson —Before mounting  the
altar«steps, the pricsts prays, pros-
trate, with his face on the earth. On
tlus day, more than on any other, fthe
altar scems to lus faith like a new
Calvary. But Our Lord, before con-
summating s sacrifice ‘there, water-
ed with lus blood in sorrowful agony
the Garden of Getlisemani  Tr gos-
pel ahiows Himt to us in Lhis onguish,
prostrate, His brow in the dust The
humiliated position of the priest we-
calls to us th.s act of the great drama
of the passion.

The Prayersi—The reading of the
passion finished, the spoasce of Jesus
Christ, in teairs prostrates herselffat
the foot of the cioss, and prays for all
the needs of her numerous family No
one is forgotten  Even for tue Jews
ghe has a prayer.  Only, with the in-
tention of imprinuiog o stigma upon
the aronical genuflections of theprace
torium and Calvary, she suppresses
that act of adoration when she prays
for the deicidal race.

"The Unveiling of the Crose.—The cer-
cmony known as the unveiling of the
cross represents the presching and the
traumph of a €rucified God. It isibes
gun by detaclhing the portion of the
veil which covers ‘the top of the cross,
and uncovenng it' as far as the arm.

1t 9 raised a little, while in a me-
dium voice are chanted the wordsi—
wEcce lignum crucis.” And those pre-
went, or rather the eantire world, are
invited to come and adore, “Venite
adoremus.” The sacred ministers
have gone furthdr into the sanctuary,
and uncovered the right arm of the
dross. It 1s thon raused Ingher, and
in a louddr voice thar hefdre is chant-
ed agam; “Ecce hgnum crucis.”"

Then the oross, entrcly uncovered,
id rawsed lngher than before, and the
ohant, becoming triumphant, Tepeats;
“Ecco lignum crucis.*  The solemmty
of tns last unveilling recalls the
preaching of the cross in the enti=e
world, and by ithe thurd adoration the
Church wishes Lo Tepair the blasphem-
1es, the genufiections, and the cruele
tics of Calvary, !

The Adoration of the Cross.—The
oross, entirely uncovered, 13 shown to
the p.ous and recollected orowd, For
many days they have not scen the oru-
eifix; in tine moment they contems-
plate the head crowned with thorns,
the hands and ffeet, pierced with nails,
tho sde opencd by the iron of the
lance, and all, kings and pontiff, old
men and ehldren, fich and poor, come
to adore the gédeeming wood.

Matiss of the Presanctificd.—Diroperty
speaking there is no mass on Good
¥Friday. The ceremony which takes
1ts place is called the Mass of the
Presametified ; mass because some of
tho rites of the mass are preserved §
wf the Presamctified, that is to say,
@ifts conscerated before, because the
celebrant there offers to the »doration
of the people, and conswmes himself,
the host conscorated in tbe Mass of
Holy Thuraday. The clergy o to
bring from thr repository the host re-
werved in the chalice. The altar-can-
dleg are lighted 'to receive the blessed
gaarament. The absence of lights in
1lic preceding ceremonies recalls us to
the darkness which accompanied the
death of our God.

Of the hundreds of thousanda of na-
tive born Irwhunen and  Inshwomen
who to-day find homew in Canada and
other pucts of Ameriea, none of them
will ever forget the day they parted
from parents, relations and friends on
the sacted soul of Ireland.  Ad is well
knowa, the love bf the Celtia racef for
their kedred and dear old native
homes amennts to a passion, while
with colder-natured races the tis js
weaker, and, a pome degree,  mere
empty sentument. Yo get to the bot-
tony of the bitter griel that stirs dhe
genmine lrish healrt s the fatal day
approaches, one must necds have been
born on ot soil, and tasted of the
Proveningl  attachment that  binds
one's feot Lo the cherishea isle of so
many hallowed memoriest and endeaw-
ing associations,  Another thig that
adds Wtterness of sorrow to the part-
ing poones 18 the sense that the leave-
taking may be final, for in many cases
the three thousand mutes of mierven-
mg stormy ocoan prevents the hope
of ever seemg «dedir ones again, on this
mde of the grave at least. At home
the Imsh are a  domesticated people
who seldom travel from thewr rural
locations, and to have to face avoy-
ape actoss the Atlantic, to land per-
haps fricautless an' a foreign shore is
p prospect that strikes timid minds
through with diamaly and terror, Now-
adays there are, no doubt, numbers of
emigrants who come to Canada and
the Umited States upon the mvitation
of realtives, who strain a point to re-
ceive the new-comens tit Halifax, Que-
bee, Montreud, cte, as well as at Cas.
