_The Synod of Manitoba and the West met at Winnipeg, thers
being a large attendance of members, The retiriy Moderator was
Rev. Joseph Hogg. and the new Moderator, elected uaanimoualy,
was Rev. Dr. Da.Val. The routine business was of considerable
interoat to the public in soms cases. A telegram of sympathy was
sent tc Rev. Dr. Rabertaon, who is ill at Toronto, and a report
from the trustees of Newbitt Academy, stated that no action had
been taken in the way of re-opening the academv, awing to the
Inck of a anilable baildiog and properly qualified teacher or
toachers. They asked that thecapital deposited in Toronto, 87,000,
be placed at their disposal, or that ateps be taken to pay the taxes
on the property. The Synod will requesat Rev. Dr. Warden to try
to flad au investment for the fuad which will yield a better return
gx:n 3 per ceat, such investment not to be for a period exoeeding

With respect to the bequests of tho late Robt. Anderson of
93,000 each to the * Irestiytery of Manitoba,” no longer in
existonce ; and to the ¢* Missionary Society,” thers being no society
of that name—it was held that the Synod of Manitobs was the
proper recipient of both and steps were taken to secure the funde.

An excellene report on Manitoba Collego waa presented by Rev.
Principal Kiog, D.D., in which he paid deservedly high tributes to
the professors and to Rev. Dr. Robertzon. Last year the atten.
dance of studente was 200,—170 in Arts and 30 in theology. ‘I'his
year the number would be evon larger. ‘Ihe report was cordially
recoived aud supported by a number of leading brethren.

The report on Life and Work was pressnted by Rev. Dr.
Da-Val, Maoy points were touched upon, such asSabbath Schools,
Sabbath Observauce, the Liquor Traflic, ystematiogiving, eto. ,anda
resolution was passed in line with the recommendations of the Com.
mittee advocating greater interest in the varied work of the church.

Home and Foreign Missions received attention, and much inter-
estizg mattor was broaght before the Synod. Mr. Gordon and i’rol.
Baird made valuuble statements as 10 work oatried on in both 8elds.

The Young People's Societies were reported upon by Rev. R, G,
MacBéth. There are G2 socicties as agninst 58 last year, with an
increase of 250 in the memberahip, The amount of money raised
was $1,428, aguinst $1,199 last vear. .

The plan adopted last year for she distribution of Probationers
was reported as having worked satisfaotorily.

Stativtics were submisted by Rev. Yrof. Baird as follows :—
There bad been in the last ten years an averags inocreass of 500
families per year: the increase Iast year was 829 families, There
hed bien an inorenss of 8 in the number of places where servioes
are held, and an iocrenss of 50 from 1892, the year when the 8ynod
was formed.
