NEW CHANCEL. .

When the Church was resoated about six years ago the plan of
improvements then intended included the decpening of the Chancel, but
this part of the scheme was abandoned for want of funds. About two
years later a desi%n for this alteration was prepared and -exhibited at a
mecting of the Vestry, where it was very ﬁenemlly approved, but the
Churchwardens did not then feel warranted in proposing to take an
action with regard to it. ‘Thematter has, however, been lately again muc
discussed ; anﬁ.it is hoped that we may be able to_take it up, and find
menns of making this great improvementin our Church. The design
proposes the removal of the east wall of the Chancel, and the erection of
an apse or peutagonal continuation of the present walls to a dopth of
about fifteen fect. JInstead of the oue cast window there would be:five,
the design of which would be similar to the prosent one, each of the five
being in fact a part of the present one. This rearrangement of the
window would enable"the glass in it to be used to much greater a,d:vaptagﬁ
than at present, besides separating the differentlights compesing it, whic
are gifts from various sources, and grouping them so that each gift would
be in a separate window. If the proposal metts with the encourdgément -
which is expected, it is intended ab the same time to make an eflort to
nrr:gn%e for decorating the interior of the Church, which is certainly much
needed.
