Jan. 23, 1846—At six A, M., D. Sinclair,
¥sq., F. D. Bell, ond 92 volunteers, started ;
several others joining us en route. On eme;rg-
ing from the wood, the party were left just at
its borders, Mr. Sinctaic and myself going up
to the Pu.  We found the brig high and dry
upon 2 sandy promentery which juts out so as
to form the river’s mouth, The tents were
pitched clase by, and the cattle had been land-
ed on the promontory, and had broken down
some neat railings enclosing the graves of
several children. ~ This had annoyed the Na-
tives, and they wished for satistaction. They
saidy if the pakehas were willing to remnve
entirely from the promontory, they would pro-
vide shelter for their goods, "assist in the remo-
val of every thing, and take proper care of the
cattie ; asking only a moderate recompense for
their trouble. ~ Upou the basis of their proposal
we arranged all matters satisactarily—haif-a-
crown per day for those who wonld take charge
of the cattle and sheep, and sixteen ligs of to-
baceu per day for those who might labour in dis-
charging the brig. :

On all hands itis allowed that the nalives
behaved remurkably well, Ten or twelve
years ago, under similar circumstances, they
would probably have seized every thing, re-
garding itas @ gift {rom the sea~god. What

During the second visit to Massacre Bay,

Now, Mr, Heaphy re-
ports that not only did they hospitably. enter-
tain himself and his fellow-travelier, Mr. Brun-
nery but that, when they were leaving, all the
inhahitants eseorted them a day’s journey, car-
rying supplies for them. Not many weeks
have elapsed since one of the principal Teach-
ers in Queen Charlotle’s Sound terote to me, to
say that a native vessel had come up from ort
Caoper, the crew of which were all desirous of
Baptism, and that they wished for a Teacher
and for hooks.

Something of the same kind came under
Mr. Reay’s observation during a subse.
quent visit to Queen Charlotte’s Sound,
Hy writes—

In working homewards we were one day
thoroughly drenched 5 and the rain and storm
continuing through a second day, we retured
a few miles, in order to obtain sheller,  In the
course of the night, when they supposed me to
be asleep, Joseph Ngapaki, and the erew with
him, gave to their friends a very correct state-
ment of my explanations to them on the previaus
Lord*s-day——what one had forgotten another
remembered : adding together, therefore, their
several stores, they thus assisted the Word in its
Jree course. )
Urgent Need of additional Missionaries.

We close our aecount of M, Reay’s Sta-
tion with some passages from a Letwer ad-
dressed by himy, in January of the present
year, to Mr, Taylor, who is now the only
Latwourer connected with the Church along
a eoast extending (rom wore than 100 wiles
north of Wanganui down 1o Wakanae
southward, beside having a most extensive
district inland,  In proceeding from Nelson
to Wangaoui, to attend a Committee, My,
Reay was obliged to land at a native village
about 70 miles from Wanganui, and to walk
the remaining distanee.  Ha writos—

In each village that I enlered, as soon as
the people knew me to be a Missionary, they
seemed 1o think their long expectations were
about ta be realized, and that they. were.to
have a Father placed -among them, Great in-
deed, were the expressions of their disappoint.
ment when they heard that [ was only journey-
ing along, and that [eould hold out no prospect
of their obtaining further help ; all that:wag in
iny power being-earnestly o press. them to be
constan! in their entreaties to the  Lord of the
harvest that He would send forth Jabourers inte
His hatvest. ~ But the necessity for fosther ns

Natives, and from their numbers, but also from
the distances intervening between the villages,
and the labour of travellivg, * When people in
England henr of>one hundred, or ‘one hinadred

difficuties which attend Missionary operations
in this particular part of the country, my opi~
nion is, that the actual calls for our services
are such as must necessarily exhaust the
strength and powers of the youngest and most
active ;-and that, if it be held desirable fully
to carry out the operations of the Society,a
VERY LAKGE REINFORCEMENT, at an carly date,
should be seat out and placed within the range
of the country which now claims our wnaided
labours. - That the people are willing to hear
is beyond dispute ; but, to illustrate the zeal
which we not uafrequently find manifested
among them, it may he mentioned that [ maet
with 3 large hody of Natives travelling up to
a Religious Service thereat they ecxpected
their European Teacher to minisler, some of
whom must have walked a distance of perhaps
fifty miles in order to be present on that ecea-
sion, Upon our Missionary tours such events
are not uncoinmon.

‘isit of Governor Grey to Wanganui,

Qn the 106th of March Governor Grey
arrived at Wanganui, and becane Mr, Tay.
lor’s guest.  On the next day Mr, Taylor
writes—

This morning the Governor accompanied me
to Service at  hall past six o’clock, and
afterwards stayed to School. He appeared to
be much pleased on hearing the old people re-
peat their Catechiism, = After breakfast T teok
im to see my fnfant Schoal. e expressed
his approbation of the way in which it was
conducted, and lelt a sovercign to be given as
prize money to deserving children, His Ex-
cellency aflerwards walked through the Pa, and
was particularly - pleased ‘with William  the
Teacher’s house. He said he should have ona
constructed like it at Auckland.  He erawled
into Giearge King’s house———swhich is a ware
puni (sleeping-house)—on all fours.

March 18, 184—~—The Governor again attend-
ed Morning Prayer and School.  After break-
fast he had an interview at my house with my
three principal Chiefs.. . He asked them what
they thonght about the fand.  ‘The first thing
they said was, ¢ Let the piece, which we
have given for our Mimster to live on, be sa~
cred for ever 3 and then they said, ¢ Let the
piece we bave rescrved. for ourselves also be
sacred Lo us'y and as to the remainder, we are
quite agrecable ta let the Europeans have it.”
Mawai spoke very loud, and clapped his sides.
The Goveraar hade him speak lower, saying it
was not our custom 1o bawl in houses, e diil
anty however, relish the reproof, and’ replied,
“ And you, loo, when you go agrin‘to Churely,
don’t buekle on your sword it is'veéry wrong
to carry weapons of war inta the House of God.
What ! “are you afraid we should. kill you 79

in its seriptural type, above alf other consi-
derations whatsoever!  This, whilstit puri-
fies our attachment fo our own church ol uif
unchristian elements, and widens the basis of
charity, enlightens it, in the same propor-
tion, and fixes it upon a rock. And, cer-
tainly, the keener pereeption we possess of
those vital energies of the gospel by which
the world was converted, the deeper will be
our gratitude to her who has been our nus.
ing mother, and the more accurale our ap-
preciation of that seriptural system in which
shie has embodied them, without deadening
them, and provided for a primitive order
without extinguishing what, - within- her or
witliont lier, will be found inextinguishable
-—a primitive zeal and primitive simplicily.
And, on the other hand, we neither consult
the rules of a politic reason nor ‘the apirit of
a christinn church, when we. permit the ob.

a power of energetic repulsion, and an in-
veterate source ol disorganization !

And whilst no stirring and longing in
men’s hearts, after such a change as shall
re-combing, into one federal commonwealth,
all the distracted members of Christendom,
must be treated with other than honour, and,
if rested upon the love of Christ, can issuc
in no other than mighty benefits to the
church and 1o the worldj yet it assumes a
different aspect, when based, notupon the
simplicity of Scripture, or an Apostolical
Episcopacy, but on grounds traditional and
sectanian, and exclusively ecclesiastical,
And 1 must be permitted to remark that the
very desire of union o the latter principle,
Springs, in many cases, more from hostility
to an internal enemy. and the formidable
presence of dissent, than any  grand or com-

prehensive love of a real unity.  And, as
magnificent  professions of - an . universal

philanthrapy are refuted by personal selfish-
ness to those immudiately  commitied to our
charge, so may the genuineness of the chris-
tian love be reasonably questioned, as well
as the soundness of its principles, which
works deliberate division ameng thoese, in the
midst of whom God has placed us.  Here,
at home, is the true trial of cur charity and
chrigtiaa largeness of soul, and notin distant
schemes, imaginary re-constructions, and
spleadid impoxsihilities !

And this spirit of party, the curse of the
church of Christ, and the besetting sin of
all eommunities, which thus turns into an

{o stond, in all things,in Chris’s place. In.
stead of “ Christ says it,” it becomes, “ the
Church says” it! That alone answers the
artificial necessity which its position has im-
posed upon it

Hence men, under o false training, lose
all sympathy whatever with the operations
of: religious truth in other minds ; they be-
come utterly incapable cither of estimuting
the wants, understanding the - motives, ar
discerning the structure of solid and funda-
mental truth, upon which Jissentients may
take their stand againgt what, judging mere-
ly from the existing practice of it, they regand
as unseripturally formalist,  They are there.
fora too impatient of contradiction, and too
much starded at  opposition, to argue the
ritual and peculiaritics of their own church,
upon the grounds of reason and scripture
merely, because that will not support the
inondinate  superstructure which they have
raised, and the pretensions which, at all risks,
they maintain.  They condema ali moderate
arguments, such ns the necessity of all fornw
of some kind, for the preservation of that
reverend arder which, as a principle, is of
divine anthovity ;- and the reasonable udapta.
tion of  their own to the seriptural purposes
which they waere intended to answer, and in
which their sole value consists ; a value not
essential, but relative and variable.  Yet
this is the only ground on which the Chureh
of England -may be successfully defended,
and on” which nlone Hooker rests her de-
fence ;. for, to prove an unchanging authority
for primitive_ forms, is beyond the wit of
wan ; -and, that being proved, the Church of
England cannol profit fromi”it, for, in many
points,.she widely depaits from them, And
whether hor exclusively divine and apostali.
