BY-LAW TO AMEND BY-LAW No. 260, INTITULED “THE
MONTREAL BUILDING BY-LAW CF 1901.”

(Adopted August Tth, 1911)

At a special meeting of the Councl of the City of Mon-
treal, held in the City Hall, this seventh day of August,
ona thousand nine hundred and eleven, after the observan-
ce of the formalities prescribed in and by the act of incor-
poration of the said City, at which meeting a majority of
the members of the whole Council are present, viz: A der-

It was ordained and enacted by the said Council as

follows:

Section 1. — Paragraph (j) of section 97 of by-law No.
260 as added by section 8 of by-law No. 337, is repealed
and the following substituted therefor:—

“ (j)—All theatres, orphanages, boarding-schools, schools
“having more than one story above the basement, schools
“with dormitories, hotels, asylums, houses of refuge, hos-
“ pitals, departmental stores, apartment houses contain-
“ing more than seven lodgings, apartment houses having
“ more than three storeys above the basement, and all
“ pui'dings over sixty feet high and having more than
“four storeys above the basement, hereafter erected or
“ altered, shall be built or altered with fire-proof materials,
“as provided in section 97 of said by-law No. 260.”

“ Provided that the Building Inspector shall allow the
“erect’on of special brick buildings of mill construction
“to a greater height than 60 feet in any case where con-
“tracts have been let at least 30 days before the passing

“of this by-law.”
Section 2.—This bylaw sha'l be considered as forming

part of said by-law No. 260, which it amends, as regards
the penal clause and to all other intents and purposes.
