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an agreement between the two arbitrators as to the choice ol
third arbitrator, each of these two arbitrators shall nominat<
third arbitrator who is in no way concerned in the dispute. 1
Secretary-General of the Union shall then draw lots ini or(
to select the third arbitrator.

8. The parties to the dispute magy agree to have their dispi
settled by a single arbitrator appointed by agreement; or altei
atively, each party may nominate an arbitrator, and requ
the Secretary-General of the Union Vo draw lots to decide whi
of the persons so nominated is Vo act as the single arbitraton

9. The arbitrator or arbitrators shall be free to decide uP
the procedure to be followed.

10. The decision of the single arbitrator shall be finala
binding upon the parties to the dispute. If thue arbitratio~i
entrusted to more than one arbîtrator, the decision made by t
majority vote of the arbitrators shall be final and binding uP
the parties.

11. Each party shall bear the expense it shali have ineui'r
ini the investigation and presentation of the arbitration. 'f
costs of arbitration other than those incurred by the part
themselves shaUl be divided equally between the parties to t
dispute.

12. The Union shall furnish ail information relating to t
dispute which the arbitrator or arbitrators nuay need.
