1. This table does not cover the availability of such products as pig iron, castings, forgings and most further processed products with the 

exception of pipe and tube. 

2. Most fi rms can produce products in a range of carbon and alloy steel compositions. The availability of products with specific chemistries or 

meeting specific performance criteria should be discussed with the producer. 

The products and size ranges shovvn in the table are representative of each company's products at the time of going to press. However, 

since product availability is subject to change at any time, this should be verified with the company at the time of ordering. 

In most cases metric dimensions are obtained by a "soft" conversion. 

3. For the purposes of this publication, "bar-size" shapes are defined as those with a leg or webb size which is less than 3" (76.2 mm); 

"intermediate size" includes those from 3" to under 6" (76.2 to 152.4 mm); and "heavy" includes 6" (152.4 mm) and over.

5. Includes alloy tool steels.
