Sir,

I have the honour to refer to the Exchange of Notes between Canada and the
United States of America dated October 24, 1962 concerning the Coordination and
Use of Radio Frequencies Above 30 Megacycles Per Second and to the Exchange
of Notes of June 6 and 24, 1965 amending the Technical Annex of the said Agreement.

During a series of discussions concerning the operation of fixed and mobile ra-
dio services along the border, the representatives of our two Governments have reached
an understanding which is embodied in the ‘‘Arrangement between the Department
of Communications of Canada and the National Telecommunications and Informa-
tion Administration and the Federal Communications Commission of the United
States concerning the Use of the 406.1 to 430 MHz Band in Canada/United States
Border Areas’’ annexed to this Note.

This Arrangement should be annexed to the above-mentioned Agreement as
Arrangement E. The Index to the Technical Annex should be modified in order to
add, after item 33, a new item which would read as follows:
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
