The following Resolution was adoptcýd:

Resolved, That it is expedient to provîde t1at the Dry Docks Subsidies Act, 1910,
be amended by inereasing the subsidy on sec3nd-class dry docks to four and one-haif
per cent of the cost of the work, payable half-yearly during a periodL, fot exceedïng
thir'ty-flve years after the work has been eompleted, but half-yearly payments on
account of the subsidy at the rate of foi-r and one-half per cent on seventy-five per
cent of the cost of the work doue and riaterials provided at the time of such pay-
ment may he made during the constructk n cif the dock, no such payxnent to be made
until the work doue and materials provited shall have cost the sum of five hundred
thousanè dollars, and no such payments on account to be made unless the Chief
Engineer reports that the work i8 being i.roceeded with to his satisfaction.
