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Katimavik program and asks that it be restored to its full
funding level as quickly as possible.

Mr. Speaker, I have another petition from the Province of
Quebec with regard to the Katimavik program. The petitioners
again ask that it be restored to its full level.

Mr. Speaker: The Hon. Member knows that when he has
multiple petitions with regard to one subject all he need do is
say he has more than one petition. I think he can conclude
briefly.

Mr. Tobin: Mr. Speaker, I have multiple petitions with
regard to the Katimavik program from residents of the Prov-
ince of Ontario. The first petition is from residents of the
Ottawa region, the second from residents of the Ottawa and
Toronto area, and the third is also from the Province of
Ontario. They all protest, in large number and clear voice, the
cancellation of Katimavik and ask the Government to restore
it to its previous funding level.
