2. Your Committee also recommend that the wardrobe keeper be granted a bonus 
of $50.00, for the present session.

3. Your Committee further recommend that the sum of $100.00 be paid to the 
widow of the late Theodule Paquette, sessional messenger, as a gratuity.

4. Your Committee recommend that the Clerk of the Senate be directed to 
that the various permanent messengers, including the Speaker’s messenger, attend 
during the recess to such duties as may be assigned to them by the Clerk.

5. Your Committee recommend that hereafter such articles except such 
of urgent necessity shall not be purchased without the authority of the Chairman of 
the Committee.
