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The Senate adjourned during pleasure.

The Senate resumed.

The Honourable Senator King, from the Standing Committee on Banking 
and Commerce, to whom was referred the Bill (118), intituled: "An Act to 
amend The Canadian Wheat Board Act, 1935,” reported that they had gone 
through the said Bill, and had directed him to report the same to the Senate, 
without any amendment.

With leave of the Senate,
The said Bill was then read the third time.
The question was put whether this Bill shall pass.
It was resolved in the affirmative.
Ordered, That a Message be sent to the House of Commons to acquaint 

that House that the Senate have passed this Bill, without any amendment.
