I also appended to this list an 

extract from the Calendar setting forth the penalties which 

students will incur if they do not make good these attendances.

It has always appeared to me that doing this impresses 

upon the students who are in default much more directly the fact 

of their deficiency than if a list of those who had complied with

the conditions was published making no mention of those who had not.
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
