2. A General Fund to aid in I he en^cion of Chur.hes and

Parsonages, in the education oi'the cl/ildrcn oi" the Clergy,

to aid congregations in maintaining .-cliools lor their child-

ren, and lor the ueneral expenses ol' ihe Society.

8. A Wido\vs' and C)ri)hans" iMind lor ihe Clergy.

4. A Pension Fund for aged and inlirm Clergy.

5. A Fund to provide higher education lor the children

of the Clergy.

(). To provide Bibles, rrayer Besoksand religious imblica-

tions, either gratuitously or at reduced prices.

Its alfans are managed,
1. By the Central Bomd and its sul)-Committees.

(a) The Central Board is comi)osed of all the Clergy li-

censed within the Diocese, the Churchwardens, and others

I'lected by the Society, being members of the Corporation.

(/;) The sub-Committees are the Finance, the Lund, the

Investment and Education Committees.

2. By the Clergy Trust Committee, which manages (a)

the Bishopric Endowment Fund, (A) thecai>ital arising from
the commutation of the Clergy Keserves, and (r) theEndow-
ment Funds of the several missions and connregations.

o. By the Diocesan ]}oard of Missions. com])osed of clergy-

men and laymen elected by the Chinch Society and by the

Synod.
This Board pays all the missionaries of the Diocese, and

receives for this puriws(» (a) the annual grant of the Society

for the Propagation of the Gospel, {h) the ]Mission Fund of

Church Society, (r) the contributions or assessment of the

congregations served by the missionaries, {(/} a grant from
the Clergy Trust, (e) the interest of the Invested Capital

of the Mission Fund.
