HE story stretches over nearly nine decades—1715 to 1804. 

Its episodes belong to times before and after the revolutionary 
war of 1776. Not a little of its interest is derived from the 

picturesque personalities concerned ; not a little also from its linking 
together beginnings of movements which profoundly influenced the
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evolution of events. The chief interest lies in the greatness of the 
issues flowing from a part of Scripture being given the wings of a 
new destiny.
