ARABIANS FIRST
IN PAPER MAKING

Art Dates Back to‘Middle of
the Seventh
Century.

Altho the fact is genmerally known
that the Arabs' transmitted from' In-
dia to FEurope, thru Arapia, the fig-
ures with which we do our sums, says
Harper's Weekly, it is mot so well
known that they are also to be thank-
ed for paper.

At’various times the scholars of dif-
ferent countries have tried definitely
to determine the real .d.scoverer of
paper in the eleventh century.  From
time immemorial something answering
modern paper was used in China,
where it was mapufactured from silk.

About the . middle of the sevehth
century of our era there scems to have
been established in Arabia a manu-
factory of paper, and 50 years later
the way was discovered to make it
from cotton instead of from silk, silk
being a rare commodity outside of
China at that time dnd cotton rela-
tively plentiful.

In the reign of Henry II. of France
a Greek scholar was sent to Paris to
arrange systematically a catalog' of
antique manuscripts in the Royal Li-
brary, and a notation in his hand
speaks of what was then known as
“paper” as originating in Damascus.

The later invention of making pa-
per from flax, linen or hemp has been
attributed equally to Italy and Ger-
many, but there is evidence that it ex-
isted prior to the fourteenth century,

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The National Arts Commissio n WmuvDying Trees Rcmof'
ed From Gatun Lake.

Gatun Lake, wiHh its 164 square
miles of surface, is not only the larg-
est artifielal body of water in the

world, but is likely 10 be the most
observed and discussed reservoir made
by man. Just now it is in the day's
news because the National Arts Com-
mission, after visiting the Isthmus,
and observing the- opportunities for
artistic expression along the canal
route, has condemned as unsightly
the broad expanse of deadrand dying
trees half submerged by the rising
waters. The commission is undeniably
right so far as the purely artistic
Phase: of the guestions = concerned.
For a year or two after its completion
Gatun Lake will be one of the weird-
est, most meiancholy and dismial spots
on earth. It would take the pencil of
a Dore to do its ghastiiness justice.
For practically all of the submerged
territory was covered by a dense
Jungle, from which towered on high
iofty trees like the lignum vitae, the
cavanellesia, the cocobolo and the
sentinel. All these are today drown-
ing, as surely as a man would drown
if stood on his head mn a few feet of
water, Their boughs are gradually
dropping the leaves which made the
whole region one of brilliant green,
the bright flowers have disappeared
and the gorgeous golden crown of the
I:gnum vitae has bheen doffed. The
orchids, drawing theiir sustenance
from the air, still cling to the ‘withered
boughs, but will before long drop into
the all engulfing flood. “Vegetable
martyrs” the engineers call the hapless
trees standing in dull gray melancholy
submerged to their shoulders. It is
believed that they will thus stand for
about three years, then, having rotted
at the roots fall and be floated away
over the spillway.

The Art Commission cries out
against the infliction of this depress-
ing spectacle upon the vision of all
who are %o traverse the canal. But
alas, other conditions than the purely
artistic enter into the problem. Col.
Goethals cheerfully expresses his en-
tire will'ngness to remove the trees
provided someone is willing to pay the
cost, which the engineers estimate at
about $2,000,000. As nature will do
the work for nothing in a few years
art must wait. It is an unfortunate
fact, however, that nature’s method

‘water a day,

will be attended by a peculiarly un-

pleasant and all-pervading odor as
the tropical vegetation stews and rots
under the tropical sun.

Few people have gtopped to con-’
sider the amount of water that is
used in operating ‘a canal of the lock
type. The Chagres River impounded
in Gatun Lake furnishes this for the
Panama Canal, but it does not furnish |
any too mueh. One of the serious
tasks of the canal engineers has beeni
to gather data concerning the water :
supply and to make estimates as to its
sufficiency.

The great loss of water from the |
lake is due to evaporation. This is
estimated at 86,000,000 .cubic feet of
New York, Chicago,
and Philadelphia use each about 75,-
600,000 cubic feet of water a day,
whence it ‘appears that Ol Sol in the
tropics is a thirsty old soul, drawing
up daily from the surface of the lake
more water than is used by our cities
of 2,000,000 people or more. This
evaporation, seepage, leakage at gates
and locks, and the operation of, the
locks and the hyvdro-electric plant
will uge up daily about 1,059,420,000
gallons, or about 141,000,000 cubic feet
of witer. The demand. of the canal
itself, that is for iockageés and opera-
tion of the hydro-electric plant, is for
about 24,000,600 cubic feet.

The visitor to the Canal Zone dur-
ing the tourist season, wh'ch is also
the dry season, will wonder where
this water is to come from. The lake's
chief source of supply is the Chagres
River, which in its normal moods is
o shallow little stream about the s'ze
of the Mohawk, or the justly famous
Kaw of Kansas, or the Wabash as
sung by the poet. But that is only for
four months of the year, During the
eight rainy months the Chagres is
swift, choked and turbulent, some-
times rising forty feet in a day. The
problem of the engineers, therefore,
has been to provide for so conserving
the surplus water of the rainy season
as to provide amply for the exigencies
of the dry season. This they have
done, tho there is but little leeway.
Time will permit the great locks to
be filled and emptied but forty-eight
t'mes in twenty-four hours. - There
will be water enough for this in thé
dryest times, but there would be hard-
ly water enough for more lockages.

KATA-THERMOMETER
FOR TEMPERATURES

New Device Invented by Pro-
fessor Leonard Hill of
London.

The kata-thermometer of Profes-
sor Leomard Hill, now being produced
by a London instrument maker, is-de-

signed to show how nearly ' the bal--

ance of temperature; moisture and air
in motlon approaches ‘the condition
best for comfort and health. Our wel-
fare depends verv largely on the rate
of heat loss and evaporation of mois-
ture, and these are factors in the indi-
cations, =

The new measure consists of a pair
of large-bulbed spirit thermometers,
one being vartly covered with muslin
to gerve as a wet-bulb instrument,
and in use they are plunged into earm
water until they show about 11% de-
grees F., when they are withdrawn,
and the time each takes to cool from
100 degrees to 90 degrees is noted with
a watch. This gives the rate of cool-
ing at about body._ temperature.

Heating and ventilation should be so
arrangted that the wet bulb kata-
thermometer falls from 100 degrees to
90 degrees in one minute or a few sec-
onds less and the dry bulb in three
minutes or a little less.

In a chamber at 84 degrees the dry

and wet instruments gave seven min- d

utes and two minutes, 15 seconds re-
spectively. On starting a fan, the fall
was in three minutes. 39 seconds and
one minute 33 seconds, tho the ordin-
ary thermometer scarcely varied, and
comfort was greatly increased. :
