Dr. H. E. Crampton of the American
Museum of Natural History, writing in
Harper's Magazine of his visit to the
falls of- Kajeteur in South ‘America, and
which rank among the greatest in the
world, says:

“Then came the first close view of
Kaieteur. Leaving my colleague, Dr.
Lutz, to look after affairs at Tukeit, and
taking provisions and equipment for a
field base on the Potaro above the falls,
on July 19 1 climbed the steep walk of
the gorge to the high plateau above. The
path debouched from the forest on to a
rocky plain bearing very little soil, and,
guided by the roar of troubled waters, I
proceeded to the brink and looked out
upon a work of nature whose beauty is
unsurpassed.

“Like a vast curtain nearly 800 feet
high, a sheet of water over 200 feet in
breadth poured downward from the firm,
rocky brim into the depths of the gorge,
The setting 43 superb; ,all is primitive,
untroubled nature, unmfoved by signs of
man or his works. And the scale is so
grand that its full comprehension is dif-
ficult if not impossible.

“Without taking into account the
broken waters at its foot, Kaiteur is 741

high as Niagara, or it is higher than
the Metropolitan building at Madison
Square, in New York, while at the time
I saw it it exceeded a " city’ block in
breadth.

‘“Many fallg are higher, Niagara and
Victoria are far wider, ‘but Kafeteur is
matchless for symmetry and beauty of
setting."”

L. Keeler, is a plant that may be said
to have experienced in its many
changes, “the slings and arrows of
outrageous fortune.”

Once borne upon the very crest of
fashion, associated with the camelia
in the most aristrocratic period of
that flower's social reign, yet it has
80 fallen that there are few who now
do it honor, either in house or garden.

The flower stems rise to the
height of ten, | twelve  or - eighteen
inches, bearing ‘at the ends many
double rosettes of a creamy-white
waxiness thdt no other flower pos-
sesses. These rosettes measure often
four or five inches across, and exhale
a sweetness that is nothing short of
deadly in its pungent fragrance. This
perfume lasts a long time.

I have known people to become dead-
ly sick, nauseated, to be seized with
faintness, -éven to become livid and
clammy after inhaling this odor for
the  briefest space. !

The perfume is’ worse than intoxi-
cating. It is suffocatingly poisonous
t many,

Tuberose plants in bloom should on
no account- be allowed in- the sick
room. Nor should bunches of flowers
that number ' tuberoses amongst them
De allowed in the patient's room
either.

Juberoses should be planted in the
open garden—and kept there, A ten-
acre field is rather an 'appropriate
situation for them, in the estimation of
many peonple.
