HAMILTON COUNCIL
AUTHORIZES ROAD

Toronto-Hamilton Highway
Plans Also Approved by
Wentworth Council.

HAMILTON, Wednesday Morning, Oct.
14.—At the afternoon session of the
Wentworth County Council yutqrday a
resolution was passed endorsing the pro-

sed Toronto-Hamilton roadway scheme,

cost should not exceed $4000 per mile.
