Neutrality Electro-Plated With
Peace

Sir Bdward Carson made a strong
pronouncement on the subject of neu-
trals on Saturday. He reviewed the
familiar ground and summed up the
natural conclusion.that all thoughtful
deople have arrived at, which is prac-
tically that if law and order are to be
maintained, then all who are in any
vay concerned, and that includes
everybody, must take part in their
r.aintenance. :

“International law,” said Sir Bdwanrd,
‘“the product of all the peace instincts
of all nations, with a view to prevent-
ing interruption to civilization, even in
time of hostilities, has, I fear, been
enrtirely abolished, or, at any rate,
greatly encroached upon by the impo-
terce of the neutrals themselves.”

It is around this point that all the
misapprehensions, misconceptions and
falsifications of the paxist leaders and
their duped disciples revolve. Assoon
a¢ any nation or any individual comes
to the stage of belleving that the
unit may be a law unto itself, without
réegard to other units, then we have a
state of incipient anarchy. And the
paxists are anarchists at heart.

It is obvious that if international
lew is to be observed, or inter-indi-
vidual law, the units, whether national
or individual, who are not yet consci-
ous of the existence or of the obliga-
ticns of such law, must be constrained
to observe it, as children and animals
are constrained for their own as well
as the common good.

The neutrals who do not protest
against such horrors as have resulted’
in Belgium owing to the breach of
fiith of parties who regard themselves
a8 above all law,are as much accesso-
ries to those dreadful deeds as the
goclety which permits all kinds of so-
c.al Iniquity, murder, vice, child slav-
ery, robbery, pillage, and the old
forms of social cruelty without effort
to curb or efface them. President Wii-
son, apparently, has no difference of
treatment for the tiger and the tabby
cat, for the rattlesnake and the earth-
worm. He emphasizes the fearful
rigk to life in engaging to stamp out
the tiger and the rattlesnake, and his
paxist supporters deplore the trlghttpl
skedding of tigers’ blood and rattle-
srake poison. Should the tiger de-
scend on Belgium to ravage and de-
stroy, President Wilson sees no busi-
ues8 of pis in the matter. He is e
reutral. Had Belgium submitted and
¢liowed the tiger to pass peaceably
thru to ravage and destroy France, all
would have been well with Belgium.

This is the paxist faith, and it has
found many strange disciples, A curi-
ous eruption of it has occurred in what
one might have expected to be the last
place on earth where it would have
been found—Ireland. For one reason
and another, a number of Irishmen,
largely under the léadership of the
Sinn Fein, a sort of “Ireland First”
organization, have refused to 'do mili-
tary duty. Not only this, but they en-
Geavored to emigrate to the United
States to escape the compulsory ser-
vice they feared was about to be im-
posed.

About 600 of these men appeared in
Liverpool recently, but the stokers on
the steamer refused to work if the in-
tending emigrants were allowed to
sail. The stokers declared that they
were not going to run the risks they
did themseives for men of military age
tc escape their obligations. The steam-
ship company sided with their stokerg
and offered their passage money back
tc any of the men who would enlist.
Under a dozen “took the shilling.”
€ince then the government has issued
an order prohibiting men of military
agc from leaving the United Kingdoms.

These men did not refuss to enlist
because they were Irish. Ireland is
practically undivided on the war is-
sue, and north and south have each
dcne a fair share in sending men to
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al: have a conscientious objection .to
war, but when war i{s thrust upon us
it 48 absurd to suppose that our re-
sponsibility can be thrust aside.

Bditor World: With reference to
the announcement regarding a reserve
to the Canadian militia having been
acthorized, it weuld appear on the face
of it that such a matber might well
have received the attention and auth-
ority of the government, and indeed
that there were hardly two sides to
the question.

Under Government Orders.

Kotter an Hachmeister testified
that they ed on instructions from
Dr. Buenz, who, in turn, was acting
under an agreement reached in the
fall of 1913 between his lide and the
German Government wiiereby the line
‘Wwas to send supplieg to such German
crulsers in the Atlantic as might be
found there in case of War. Popping-
haus acted on Kotter's directions and
Dr. Buenz did not even know of his
?n’ffislteme till shortly before the present

al,

The three of them-—Buenz, Hach-
meister and4 Kotter—met in Dr,
Buenz's private office on the afternoon
of July 31, 1914, to discuss ways of
obtaining neutral ships to carry  the
Pprejected relief cargoes.

Deliberate Omissions.

On Hachmeister’s cross-examination
the government made him testify that
he had been. employed by the Ham-
burg-American Line since 1889, knew
all about manifests, knew that every
item of the ship’s cargo had ‘o be writ-
ten down in its. manifest, vet had fafl-
ed to mention the supplies and pro-
visions on the manifests of the three
ships mentioned. The company’s bro-
kérs, act'ng on “information furnished
by the line, cleared the ships, Hach-
meister testified, but he had failed to
inform them of the presence of the
suppHes and provisions.
